At a meeting of the board of alder-
last night the question of pur-
chasing the Seventh ward school site,
on Oxford street, between Hague and
Selby avenues, for $5,300, was delayed
owing to the fact that but eight of the
nine aldermen necessary for action
were present.

NORTHROPDENIES
STORIES OF GRAFT

President of University and
Board of Control Member
Debate

President Cyrus Northrop of the
University of Minnesota ‘last night de-
clared-his belief that the board of con-
trol jurisdiction of the state university
injured his institution. He supple-
mented his statement by defending
the reputation of the board of regents
from whispered stories of graft in the
old days. Dr. Northrop said that from
his personal knowledge the regents had
given their best thought to the institu-
tion without substantial return.

Dr. Northrop's somewhat sensational
statements were made at a hearing on
the board of control bills before the

house committee on general legislation. !

The meeting was held in the chamber
of representatives and the chamber
was nearly filled by members and
friends of the university. S. W. Leavett
of the board of control was practically
the only friend of the board present.
Mr. Leavett made a spirited reply to
the attacks made on the board of con-
trol. He defended the board and
charged some of the professors with
having conspired .to embarrass the
board of contro] in its administration
of the affairs of the university. The
board of control member condemned
the publication in the university papers
of attacks on his board, and declared
that the trouble, with the university

was that it had too much dead timber
in its faculty.

. President Northrop Talks

1 desire Lo give voice to my -honest con-
victions, said Dr. Northrop, and that
conviction is that the university is suffer-
ing from the present plan of iwo boards
controlling its affairs. I have no unkind
things to say of the board of control mem-
bers individuaily, but the thing Is wrong
in principle. .

Whispered stories of graft in connection
with the regents under the regent plan
of administering the affairs of the uni-
versities in the past reached Dr. North-
rop vesterday. and he denounced the
stories as untrue and calculated to win
votes against the Perley bill, separating
the university from the board of control.

I have heard these stories today the
venerable president said, with a show of
feeling I have heard it said that one
member has determined to vote against
the Perley bill because he has been told
that under the old plan there was graft
for the regents. ] have been a member
of the board of regents for twenty vears.
I have been a member of the executive
committee for most of these years, and
also clerk of the committee. I have taken
ddwn the proceedings at almost every
meeting the committee has held, and I am
here to say that not a cent has been im-
properly diverted by the regents. And
now to circulate these stories to win votes
against the university is infamous.

J. T. Wyman, president of the board
of regents, condemned the dual board
system from a business standpoint. Dr,
H. N. Nachtrieb, professor of animal
biology, told of exasperating delays in
securing chemicals and other supplies
needed for his department, and Dr. R.
C. Beard =aid that the Minnesota uni-
versity is unique in that it is the only
university under the control of a body
chosen without regard for their spe-
cial fitness for university supervision.

Prof. Harry Snyder of the state ag-
ricultural coliege told the committee
that the $15,600 appropriation annually
received from the national department
of agriculture for the aid of the state
experiment station was in danger be-
cause of the system of accounts con-
ducted by the board of control. Prof.
Snyder said that the Minnesota station
is one of the best in the country, ana
unhampered by board of control man-
agement it would be the very best.

Dr. F. S. Wesbrook, state bacteri-
ologist, explained the importance of the
investigations which such departments
as his were making in the cause of
science and disease preventatives,

Leavett Defends Board

S. W. Leavett said that the board
had intended to be neutral, but had
been forced to defend its position. Con-
tinuing, he said: .

There are some heads of departments
that have sat up nights studying how tq
throw hindrances in gur way and_to pre-
vent our succezs. Some of the! have
s en here tonight. If there had been
the same cooperation between the heads
of the departments and the board of con-
trol, as with the board of regents, there
would have been less friction.

1 believe in free speech, but it should
be limited. It is'time to call a halt when
students in their papers and meetings are
attacking publicly a department of the
state. Some of this talk about the board
has come from the very shadow of the
university. Methods have been employed
to get out from under the supervision of
the board of control that are simply dis-
honorable.

The board of control has tried to pro-
tect the state against grafting. If *we
have found some employes drawing two
salaries, we have cut off one of them. We
have arbitrarily cut out a few things, but
only in cases where we thought it was
wise to do so. Where we have made a cut
of any kind, it was because we did not
have the money. It is honor enough for
the board of control to bring the institu-
tion through without a deficit. If the
board of regents would cut out some of
the dead timber in the faculty, a saving
would te accomplished and make the uni-
versity a better institution. They have
teachers there that have passed their use-
fulness.

The meeting did not adjourn until 11

o'clock, and just before the adjourn-.

ment President Wyman of the board of
regents told the committee that the
regents had reduced the salaries of
several superannuated professors rather
than turn them into the streets. -

The committee took no action last
night.

WILD YOUNG MAN

They did so. Wheat went up and
the men closed out -their trades and
made large profits. Every time the
price of that cereal advanced a cent
Hammond lest a large amount of
money,

The axiom that when wheat goes up
stocks go down did not avail him.
Hammond tried to recoup his losses
by being a bear in stocks. He sold
“short” in stocks and the result was he
was caught between the two specula-
tive mill stones.

In addition, he had the regular ex-
changes of the country working against
him, seeking to put him out of busi-
ness because he was “bucketing” and
not engaging in regular trades.

For five years he stood the strain,
but the end came yesterday, and the
ticker and telegraph instruments stop-
ped as soon as the recelver took pos-
session and announced that all trades
were closed. -

Has Been Hard Pressed

Hammond has been in bad shape
financially for some weeks. Ten days
ago his bank account was garnisheed
because he did not make good some
claims and then there was a report to
the effect that he had been forced to
the wall. On Monday of last week
wheat dropped over 4 cents. This put
him on “easy street” for a time, but
the claims accumulated and the attor-
neys for the creditors tied up his ac-
count in the First National bank and
the other banks as soon as he had es-
tablished a line of credit and made

For the last week he has been at-
tempting to secure a large amount of
money, but has been unable to do so.
The result is that the company is
forced into insolvency because a small
claim is not satisfied. Some of the
creditors of the Coe Commission com-
pany would be ready to dispose of
their claims for $30,000 or more for as
many cents, but they have been un-
able to make any settlement with the
concern.

It is said that one Grand Forks man
has been a winner on all of his trades
to the amount of at least $120,000, but
has been unable to secure a settlement
for $30,000, and men conversant with
the affairs of the company say that
for several weeks the company has re-
fused to settle trades and the failure
to keep its agreements forced one firm,
the A, G. Dapron company of Minne-
apolis, into bankruptcy, for it could
not secure from the Coe company the
money necessary to make good trades
which it claims to have made on its
account.

Hammond Has Record

Hammond came to Minneapolis a lit-
tle over five years ago and established
an office as the Coe Commission com-
pany. He extended- the operations of
his company until it had offices in
nearly half of the smaller cities of the
northwest and connections with Chi-
cago, Detroit, Buffalo, New York, New
Orleans and other points where there
was any prospect for business.

At once he fell under the ban of the
Minneapolis chamber of commerce. He
was arrested several times on the
charge of gambling and the chamber
of commerce officials laid all sorts of
traps for him in order to convict him
of stealing quotations of the Chicago
board which he posted with great reg-
ularity and almost as promptly as they
were displayed at the chambey of com-
merce. He could not be caught.

About this time he organized the Inde-
pendent Grain and Stock exchange. He
secured quotations from the leading ex-
changes of the city.

Chamber Starts Again

Finally the chamber of commerce de-
cided to put Hammond out of business.
George P. Wilson and his partner, H. V.
Mercer, are the attorneys for the cham-
ber of commerce. They secured the claim
of Lawrence King of Redwood Falls, who
said he was unable to cvollect a claim from
the loral agent and they proceeded to
garnish the bank account of Hammond.
The falling market of a week ago enabled
him to secure some ready money and he
was enabled to settle some trades on a
c¢ash basis, and was not forced to draw
checks which would be thrown out of
the bank. But the stock market went the
wrong way and he was forced to the wall.

The visible assets of the company in
Minneapolis consist of a rew roll top desks
and a quantity of telegraph instruments
which belong to the Western Union tele-
graph company.

Writing Is Gottschalk’s

How Gottschalk was able to get the
paper out of the jail is a mystery, but
it is conceded that the writing is his.
At the jail it was shown that the
prisoner could not by any possibility
have thrown the feather and the paper
out of the window from his cell, as the
windows are not only barred, but
screened with wire, through which the
meshes appear to be not more than a
half inch wide. If he threw it out of
the jail window it must have been dur-
ing the daytime, when he is allowed
to exercise in the corridor. Even then
it woulM be extremely difficult to throw
it out.

In the letter he denies killing Schin-
deldecker, but the charge that seems
to hurt him meost is the one of being
an ex-convict. The only important
statement he makes is that he never
denfed that he and Hartmann were
fishing.

Not Badly Treated

The jail officials say that Gottschalk
wrote a letter to his father and it was
mailed according to his request. They
say that there is nothing in his state-
ment that he is badly treated in the
jail, and declare that while he is al-
lowed very little liberty he is in no-
wise abused.

Paper similar to that upon which the
letter was written was known to have
been in Gottschalk's cell, and it would
have been possible for him to secure a
long turkey feather like the one used
from the duster used in cleaning up
the cells and corridor.

The police are still searching for
Hartmann, but naturally have little to
say pending an arrest. No new evi-
dence of value was discovered yester-
day, but it is sald that today there is
likely to be an interesting development
made public.

Doctor’s Wife Aided by Quicks
witted Daughter Fools
Footpads

NEW YORK—By a rare display of
nerve Mrs. Robert H. Theyson, wife
of a physician living at 2923 Bainbridge
avenue, saved herself and her daugh-
ter last night from two holdup men.

Mrs. Theyson is the president of the
Ladies’ Aid society of the Seventh
Street Methodist Episcopal church.
Her daughter Emma is treasurer of the
Sunday school. Yesterday afternoon
they attended a meeting of the Ladies’
Aid society. It was late when they
reached the terminal of the Third ave-
nue L line on their way home.

They started to walk westward along
the Southern houlevard when they ob-
served, near the grounds of the Ursu-
line convent, that two men were fol-
lowing them. They saw the men jump
over the wall into the convent grounds
and run, crouching, for a distance of
100 feet. The men reached a clump of
bushes in which they hid. Mrs. They-
son kept her eyes on them, and saw
them descend to the sidewalk in front
of a street lamp whose light they pre-
viously put out. Then one of the men
ordered Mrs. Theyson to halrt. She

wheeled and faced themn.

Cross for a Weapon
She always wears a silver cross, sus-
pended from a pearl necklace. She
held this out in her right hand and ex-

claimed:
“Move another
your heads off!”
In the glimmer of a distant light the

foot and TI'll blow

silver cross appeared like the barrel of
a revolver.

Although outwardly brave and de-
termined, Mrs. Theyson said afterward
that she was on the verge of fainting.
One of the footpads said, loud enough
for her to hear: *“She’s got a gun; be
careful!™

“Yes, I've got a gun,” she replied.
“And I know how to use it, too. One

move more and I'll fill you both full of
lead!”

Miss Emma Theyson, a young wom-
an of 20, sharing in her mother's real
fright; helped her carry out the ruse.
Seizing her mother's arm, she said:

“Oh, mother! For heaven's sake
don't shoot them. Remember what
happened the last time you- shot "a
thief!™

Terrified and amazed the robbers
stood transfixed while Mrs., Theyson
backed away slowly, holding out her
weapon to cover them.

“Go ahead, daughter,” she exclaimed.
“If they attempt to meclest us TI'll
shoot.”

When they felt that they were out of
accurate range of the woman the high-
waymen turned and fled into the rear
of the convent grounds. Mrs. Theyson
and her daughter retreated to Bain-
bridge avenue and Southern boulevard,
There Miss Theyson, completely un-
nerved, sank to her knees. Her mother
half carried, half dragged her to their
home, a short distance away.

They are
never here when they  are wanted, but
are in other places playing cards.”

Mrs. Theyson’'s is the second case of
the kind. Two weeks ago Miss Bessie
Allen, a resident of the park, was at-
tacked by two men and robbed on her
way home in the evening within a
stone’s throw of the scene of the They-
son incident.
