“The school house is on fire!” yelled the
youngster,

The twea policemen hurried to the scene
of the fire only a block away, and as the
children marched out and were lining up
on the sidewalk in front of the building
they directed them to proceed across the
street, and when the fire department ar-
rived there was no person on the walk in
front of the building, 2 circumstance
which was of great benefit to the firemen,
for had the 900 children been on the side-
walk it would have inconvenienced the fire
fighters in their work.

There was no panic among the young-
sters. They marched out at the tap of
“the gong and cleared the building in rapid

-time Many of the children were ol

to pass through the cloak rooms on their
way from the s=cheol rooms. and they
seized their wraps and reached the side-
walk happy.

Two Drills in One Day

Yesterday morning there was a fire drill.
When the gong sounded in the aftermoon
most of the children marched out of the
buiiding believing there was a second test.
When they reached the outside and saw
the old ramshackle structure in flames,
many of them rejoiced. because they saw
a vacation of some weeks.

Mrs. Firman is a stickler for the fire
drill, and the fact that the children were
well trained was demonstrated yesterday
afternoon. when she emptied the big
buiiding in less than twe minutes and had
the littie ones on the sidewalk.

The children who attend this school are
of all nationalities. Many of them are
Hébrews and are not conversant with the
English language, but all know what to
do when the fire bell rings.

The fire was g stubborn ope for the fire-
men to fight. It was confined to the at-
tic, but owing to the number of additions
the¢ roofs everlapped one another, and in
one or twe instances it wWas necessary to
*ut holes through brick walis te reach
the fire, which started In one ~—+mex and
ran through the attic from one eng w the
building to the other. The fire did not
Yeach the lower floors, but the entire
building was saturated with water. and it
will be some weeks before it will be in
condition for use.

GOLD IN THE NORTH

Emerson Man Claims to Have
Found Ledge in Minnesota

‘Walter B. Clark of Emerson, Man.,
claims that he has discovered a gold
ledge in the hills to the east of his
home and about thirty miles from the
main line of the Soe and Great North-
ern railways. He called at the St. Paul
offices of the Soo yesterday and dis-
played a number of specimens of
quartz that show free goid in minute
particles.

Clark tells of the discovery as foi-
lows:

| “This has proved to be the most
open spring we have had in S sdrth-
ern part of the state within my recol-
lection and conseguently there has
been more travel through the wild
parts of the country than ever before
at such an early date in the vyear.
March 1 I was driving 2 party of east-
ern capitalists along the international
boundary and the trail was so soft that
We were caught out over night.

“In the morning before the rest had
awakened I started on a little tour of
exploration and in climbing about
among the hills I came on a place
where the alterpate thawing and
freezing had split off a huge slice frem
the side of the hill. 1 noticed that the
scarred spot was marked in regular
lines and when I climbed up to the
place 1 found that the exposed surface
was marked with a heavy vein of
quartz.

“I chipped off several pieces of the
rock and under the glass found that
they apparently carried Jarge gold
values. 1 filed on the claim under the
Tederal jJand laws and will have an as-
say made Of the specimens next week
in Chicago. I worked in Colorado and
California gold fields and as near as I
can make out my find is just as rich a
pocket such as is occasionally met with
in the Sierra Nevadas.”

Russes Fly Precipitately
GEN. KUROKT'S HEADQUARTERS
IN THE FIELD, March § (via Fusan).
—While at some parts of the long bat-
tle llne the Russians have been able
to check the advance of the Japanese,
their repeated and fierce counter at-
tacks have nowhere succeeded in fore-
Ing the Japanese from any of the
ground gained. In the present stage
of the conflict the censorship is mee-
, @ssarily strict and the correspondent
+&herefore precluded from attempting to
describe the numbers and positions of
the Japanese forces. These are fight-
Ing now along the Shakhe river, whera
the Russians spent the winter.
Tiwankampu, on the left bank of the
Hun, was captured last night by the
Japanese, who secured large quantities
of supplies and light railroad ma-
terial. The Russians retreated precipi-
tately. not having time to Carry away
or destroy their stores. The advance
just made is the most rapid the Japa-
nese ever accomplished. They recog-
nize the fact that the Russians are de-
moralized and are determined not to
allow them time to rally. The seizure
of the railroad nerth and south of
Mukden will end the battle. The Japa-
nese have not captured any guns, but
have captured many rifles and much
ammunition. The Japanese engineers,
taking advantage of the ice, are erect-
ing bridges across the Hun. The ice

Is firm enocugh to bear the weight of
guns. .
All by Telephone
The movement of the Japanese

troops practically throughout the en-
tire battle was conducted by telepheone,
the perfect flatness of the country not
allowing any hill from which a com-
mander could direct the movement of
the troops. The ground is still frozen
and therefore it is impossiblie for the
advancing Japanese to throw up any
sheiter, and they are using various de-
vices for protection, some of the men
being furnished with small steel shells
large enough to cover the head while
Iying and other carrying sandbags.
Some of the Japanese even use half a
domen bricks taken from ruined Chi-
nese houses and bound together with
wire.

The Chinese are suffering greatly as
a resuly of the fighting. Many of their
villages have been burned by shell fire
and other have been set on fire by the
retreating - Russians. All the houses
containing anything of value have been
looted by the Russians.

Japs Warn Mukdenites

MUKDEN, March 8.--A large nuni-
ber of Japanese and Chinese spies have
been captured the last three days with-
in the Russian lines. The former were
especially bold. A Jananese officer in
full uniform was captured inside the
position of the Russian batteries. For
several days the Japanese have been
t!:mwln‘ proclamations inside the Rus-
sian lnes and circulating themw in Muk-
den warning the inhabitants of the ap-
proaching bombardment of Mukden
and predicting the capture of the city
by March 10.
