DRAWS NINETY DAYS
Benner Gets Workhouse Sen-

tence for Business Methods

E. C. Benner, 877 Mound street, an
insurance agent, arrested some time
ago by Detective Murnane of the cen-
tral station on the charge of passing

worthless checks, received a straight

90 day sentence at the workhouse yes-
terday at the hands of Judge Finehout.
Benner had fairly flooded the city with
worthless checks but owing to his dat-
ing them a few days ahead it was im-
possible for the police to secure a
charge against him.

He was finally arrested charged with
passing a worthless check on Axel
Landmark, a saloon keeper. H. Keller,

Since that time he has been constantly
engaged in writing checks on the
American bank. Benner did not take
kindly to a workhouse sentence and
when placed -under the charge of Phil
Gibbons, the court officer, requested
Gibbons to change his uniform for a
suit of citizens clothing before leaving
for the workhouse.

FORT SNELLING TO GET
RANGE FOR BIG GUNS

Judge Lochren Signs Papers Authoriz-
ing $20,000 Payment for Land

Final papers were signed yesterday
by Judge William Lochren, United
States district court, authorizing the
payment of $20,000 for the land needed
for an artillery range at Fort Snelling.
The land, which is the property of Pe-
ter Huber and Nicholas Kohn, was
condemned by the Fort Snelling land
commission. The original appropria-
tion by congress was $110,000. Thissum was exceeded in the report by'the
condemnation committee by nearly
$3,000.

AH the property owners, except Hu-
ber and Kohn. accepted the awards.
They appealed to the circuit court
and were awarded $20,000 by a jury in
Judge Morris 1

court at Duluth on Oct.
14, 1904. This amount exceeded the
appropriation and the condemnationproceedings were quashed.

On March 3 congress voted sufficient
funds to make this payment' and the
papers" were placed in Judge Lochren's
hands for final disposition.

GOTTSCHALK TRIES
TO SHIFT SUSPICION

Tells About the Peculiar Actions

of Hartmann on Day of
Murder

Edward Gottschalk. charged with the
murder of Christian Schindeldecker
and Joseph Hartmann, is trying1 to
make it appear that Hartmann killed
Schindeldecker. He constantly hints
that Hartmann was not what he should
have been and says he will tell several
things about the dead man when the
light time comes. Although refrain-
ing from making a definite statement
regarding Hartmann Gottschalk con-
stantly makes remarks about, the dead
man that he intends shall cast suspi-
cion on Hartmann.

At the time of Tlis arrest Gottsohalk
could remember nothing about Hart-
rr.ann's manner, and claimed he did
not have the slightest idea Hartmann
had anything to do with the murder
of Schindeldecker. Now that Hart-
niann's body has been found in the
river Gottschalk is able to call to mind
many things that caused him to be
suspicious of Hartmann on the day of
the murder.

"Hartmann Act*d Suspicious"
"Hartmann acted suspicious when

he came to my room." (Jottschalk said,
"and said he had got mixed up in a
bad deal. I did not ask him what it
w;is. but thought it must be something
pretty bud, because Joe acted very
strange. I know sevei al things about
Hartmann that are not to his credit
and several times after he had been to
see me I missed small articles. Of
course I do not say Hartmann took
them."

This is the trend of Gottschalk's talk
when referring to Hartmann. He can
not be drawn into making a definite
statement against the character of the
dtml boy. but constantly makes vague
remarks about Joe not being what he
should have been. If closely ques-
tioned as to what he means Gottsrh.ilk
takes refuge in sullenness and refuses
to talk.

The prisoner evidently does not rel-
ish hearing or talking about his last
trip to Pike island accompanied by
Hartmann. when both were seen by
William Hartel. He admits being on
the island on the Monday following
the murder and says Hartmann was
with him. Gottsehaik has several
times stated that Joe was very nervous
the day they were fishing at the dam,
not being able to sit still and fish, but
walking up and down the ice boring
holes with the ice chisel. This state-
ment w«s corroborated by William
Hartel, who stated at the inquest held
over Hartmann's death that Hartmann
appeared to be very nervous.

Prisoner Is Sullen
Gottschalk resents being' questioned

closely and absolutely refuses to talk
if the conversation does not suit him.
As long as he is allowed to protest his
innocence and attempt to blacken the
character of Hartmann he talks read-ily, but the minute he is asked to ex-plain his movements on the day of
either murder his eyes narrow and his
features take on a stolid expression.
When this mood seizes Gottschalk it
is useless to attempt further conversa-
tion, as nothing can induce him to talk.
The prisoner has a peculiar way of
keeping his eyes fixed on some object
in his cell when talking with a strang-
er, but occasionally will meet the gaze
of his caller.

Gottschalk's attempt to connect Jo-seph Hartmann with the murder of
Schindeldecker and to build up a mys-
tery around the death of Hartmann
has firmly convinced the police of his
guilt. "Nothing can make me believenow that Gottschalk is not the man we
want," said Chief O'Connor last night

ELKINS ACT COVERS
MATERIAL POINTS

Existing Statute Prohibits Re-
bating Discrimination and

Other Railroad Abuses

The Elkins act covers all- the points
sought In the recent railway legislation
presented to congress with regard to
rebates, abuses and discriminations,
according to men who have made the
provisions of the act a subject of deep
study. J. Francis, general passenger
agent of the Burlington, in speaking of
the measure said:

"Since the Elkins act became a law
rebating has disappeared, and along
with it the kindred abuses that were
connected with it. The existing law-
contains enough guards against that
«ort of thing, and I believe that re-
bating is as rare as forgery and grand
larceny. Just why there is any neces-
sity for more law on that subject is notquite apparent."

The full text of the Elkins act is as
follows:

The Elk.ns Law
An act to further regulate commerce

with foreign nations and among the
states.

Be It enacted by the senate and house
of representatives of the United States
of America in congress assembled thatanything done or omitted to be done by
a corporation common carrier, subject to
the act to regulate tommerce and the actsamendatory thereof which, if dune or
omitted to be done by any director atnm-rr thereof, or any receiver, trustee.
lessw. agent or person acting for or em-ployed by such corporation, would con-
stitute a misdemeanor under si id acts
or under this act shall also be held to bea misdemeanor committed by raok <•><-poration. and upon conviction thereof It
shall he subject to like penalties as areprescribed in said act or by this act with
reference to such i>erson.s except as such
penalties are herein changed. The will-
ful failure upon the part of any carriersubject to said acts to tile and publish
the tariffs or rates and charges as re-quired by said acts or strictly to observe
such tariffs until changed according tolaw, shall be a misdemeanor and upon
conviction thereof the corporation of-
fending shall be subject to a fine not
less than $1,000 nor more than $20,000 for
each offense: and it shall be unlawful forany person, persons or corporation tooffer, grant or to give or to solicit accentor receive any rebate, concession or dis-
crimination in respect of the transporta-
tion of any property in interstate or for-eign commerce by any common carriersubject to said act to regulate commerce
and the acts amendatory thereto whereby
any such property shall hy any device
whatever be transported at a less fate than
that named in the tariffs published and
filed by such cairier. as is required by
said act to regulate commerce ar.d the
acts amendatory thereto; or whereby any
other advantage is given or discriminationIs practiced. Every person or corpora-
tion who shall offer, grant or give or so-
licit, accept or receive any such rebates,
concession or discrimination shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and on
conviction thereof shall be punished by a
fine of not less than $1,000 nor more than
$\u25a0-'0,000. In all convictions occurring
after the passage of this act for offenses
under said acts to regulate commerce,
whether committed before or after thepassage of this act. or for offenses under
this section, no penalty shall be Imposed
on the convicted party other than the fineprescribed by law. Imprisonment wher-ever now prescribed as part of the pen-
alty being hereby abolished. Every viola-tion of this section shall be prosecuted
In any court of the United States having
jurisdiction of crimes within the district
in which such violation was committed
or through which the transportation may
have been conducted; and whenever tiie
offen»e is begun in one jurisdiction and
completed in another it may be deiilt
with, inquired of. tried, determined andpunished in either jurisdiction in the
same manner ma if the offense had been
actually and wholly committed therein.

In construing and enforcing the provi-
sions of this section the act. omissionor failure of any officer, .agent or otherperson acting for or employed by any
common carrier acting within the scope
of his employment shall In every case be
also deemed to be the act. omission or
failure of such carrier as well as thatof the person. Whenever any carrier
flies with the Interstate commerce com-
mission or publishes a particular rate
under the provisions of the act to reg-
ulate commerce or acts amendatory there-to, or participates hi any rates so filed orpublished, that rate as against such car-
rier. Its officers or agents in any prose-
cution begun under this act shall beconclusively deemed to be the legal rate,
and any departure from such rate, or any
offer to depart therefrom, shall be deemed
to be an offense under this section of this
act.

That In any proceeding for
the enforcement of the provisions of the
statutes relating to interstate commerce,

WOMAN ENDS LIFE
Mrs. Jennie Drew Hangs Her-

Nearly 500
persons visited the park during the
year. The report recommends that a
dam be built at the north end of the
lake to raise Lake Itasca from 12 to
18 inches above the low water mark,
and the old dam which is insufficient
be blown out.
