afternoon. Rev. J. M. Fulton of the
Central Presbyterian church had an-
nounced that he would ask the aid of
the ministers in securing suppression
of the gambling, which he alleges is
going on openly in the city, and con-
siderable interest was manifested. The
project for a civic league arose from
the discussion of gambling regulations.

Petitions were prepared to be sent
to Mayor Smith, the board of police
commissioners, Chief of Police O'Con-nor and the judge who will have charge
of the grand jury, asking them to in-vestigate the matter and stop poker,
policy and crap games, and cause the
removal of all gambling slot machines
involving chance for securing returns
from their operation.

Dr. Fulton "Sat In"
Dr. Fulton stated that he personally

knew that gambling, particularly poker
games and policy playing was going on
in the city, and said that he himself
had "sat in" a poker game which was
open to all comers.

The ministers decided to present the
petitions and then go about securing
evidence to present to the grand jury
when it next meets. Dr. Fulton said

Uhat he was willing to give what evi-
dence he possessed.

A committee of three, composed of
Dr. Fulton, Rev. David Morgan and
Rev. Mr. Innes, was appointed and
given full power to proceed to secure
evidence against the gamblers, and to
formulate plans for the organization of
a municipal league. The committee
will report at the next regular confer-
ence to be held at the Y. M. C. A. on
May 1.

that he would maintain the absolute
equality of German economic and com-
mercial rights and that he would not
allow any power to obtain preferential
advantages. The sultan, he said, was
the free sovereign of a free country,
and Germany would insist on always
carrying on her affairs direct with him,
and would never allow any power to
act as an intermediary. The present
was an unsuitable time to introduce
reforms on European lines, and all re-
forms should be founded on Islamic
laws and traditions. What Morocco
required was only peace and quiet. Theemperor declared that he had made
these views quite clear in a conversa-
tion with the French charge d'affaires.

KOHN TURNED DOWN
County Board Rejects His Bill

for Road Work

"Barney" Kohn. with a . bill of $107.50
for road work done on Rice street, formed
the principal subject for discussion at the
meeting of the'county commissioners held
yesterday. County Attorney Kane gave
a radical decision against the board's al-
lowing the bill, and after-considerable dis-
cussion and side stepping It was voted
down by Commissioners'Seng. Pottgieser
and Nash. Otherwise yesterday's meet-ing was dream of delightful peace.

One daye In the spring of 1903 Commis-
sioners Pottgieser. Seng. Wright and Jan-sen, out on a junketing trip, stopped at
Kohn's place on "Rice street and gave
Kohn the Job of doing some work in grad-
ing Rice street. Along in the fall of 1904.
about the time the campaign was becom-
ing warm. Mr. Kohn did the work. Now
he wants his pay. Commissioner Wright
at once moved that Mb bill be allowed,
but Commissioner Pottgieser decided that
the opinion of the county attorney should
b« asked first.

The county attorney's opinion was
against the allowance of the - bill. He
stated that the work had been ordered in
1903, and should have been done in 1903,
when the appropriation for it was avail-
able. Before Kohn started Judge Bunn
had made his decision Interpreting the
road laws to mean that t*e county com-
missioners could only expend money for
the repair of roads through the townships
in which the roads were situated. Com-missioner Pottgieser at once moved that
the bill be disallowed. t The motion was
put to a vote and Commissioners Pottt-
gleser, Seng and Nash supported it. whUe
Commissioners Wright and Jansen voted
for the allowance of the. bill.

Plans, specifications and estimates were
received from' the county surveyor for themacadamizing of the road from White
Bear to Liep's .place, and from Liep's
place to Bat Eagle. For the first section. the estimated cost Is 918.670. while for the
second it is $9,295. The estimates were
referred to the committee on roads andbridges to investigate and report back to
the commissioners at their next meeting,
April 17.

Just to show that they intend to stay by
their declared Intention of rejecting "bills
not authorized by the proper committees
the board turned down such a one yester-
day- It was for 30 cents and came from
the Remington Typewriter company for
repairing a typewriter in the office of the
abstract clerk. The machine broke down
during a busy rush and the proper com-
mittee was not available to the clerk, so
he went ahead on his own responsibility.

GOVERNMENT REPLIES TO
PAPER TRUST'S ANSWER

Declares Ability to Prove All*Allegatlons
Appearing In Complaint

The United States government yester-
day filed its reply in the case of the United
States of Amerfca vs. the different com-
panies supposed to be in the paper trust.
with the exception of the RhlnelanderPaper company, in which a second reply
of similar moment was filed.

In its reply to the. answer of the paper
companies the. government simply makes
a. general statement of its ability to
prove all the allegations appearing in thecomplaint. It also alleges that the answer
of the defendants is evasive and insuffi-
cient.

GARBAGE ORDINANCE
KILLED IN COMMITTEE

The .O'Brien ordinance providing thatgarbage or other refuse must be removed
from any alley or street within an hour
of the time It is deposited there, even
though in some receptacle, had a short
shrift"before the committee on streets of
the assembly.

The cleik had hardly finished reading
the proposed ordinance before Assembly-
man Whitcomb moved an unfavorable re-
port, as it was not only impracticable, but
practically impossible for householders to
see that such refuse or garbage shall be
removed within one hour of the time it ladeposited In such receptacle.

The committee unanimously voted an
unfavorable report.
