MERCHANTS IN WEST
REORDER FREELY

Business Conditions Are Satis-
factory, With but Few

Exceptions

NEW YORK. April 7.—Bradstrcofs to-
morrow will say: Trade, grain and in-
du-trial it-j.orts are in the main >cry
favorable, exceptions being noted in the
south, where cotton planting is backward
and a reduced acreage is expocted. an<l
at a few points in the west. wh<-r.- incl«-m-
--ev.t Weather and ba>3 roads tend lo check
the otherwise full tide of spring activity.
Western merchants who earlier in th>?
season bought conservatively are now re-
ordering freely. Money continues easy at

most i>oints. Collections .'how improving
tendencies, though cities repoi i them
only fair. Gross railway earnings for
March indicate a gain of 9 per cent over
a year ago.

Relatively the best reports come from
the gr-.it west, the buoyancy of a>:
from -which is in marked contract with
the same period a year ago. Esu-
of the quarter's? business at the leading
western markets range from 5 to 15 per
c.-nt gain over 1904, the heaviest in
being in dry goods. Lumber, shoes, paints,
glass, clothing and millinery all show
gains o\er last year.

Trade- is slower than a year ago at the
southwest, but has measurably improved
from the depression existing earlit-r In
the present year. I'inform good trade re-
ports from the Pacific coast. At the east
s nne lim s of business are very active,
but the dry goods trade is spotted, owing
to the backwaidn^ss of demand in sime
lines of cotton and wool. Silk and s»uch
fabrics are inacti-. c.

In the Iron and steel industry finished
products are eagerly bought and high
premiums are paid, but there is apparent-
ly an easy tone tc crude pig and seller*
are more disposed t<> hook ahead into the
third and fourth quarters at prevailing
priivs.
