WOMAN JAILED TWENTY
YEARS WANTS LIBERTY

Prominent Citizens Urge Governor to
Delease Husband Murderer

AUGUSTA, Me.—Imprisoned for
twenty years for the murder of her

husband in Kittery in 1885, Mrs. Mary
E. Barrows, now a gray haired woman,
seeks deliverance from the gray walls
within which she has spent the better
portion of her life. She says she wants
to die outside the jail.

A hearing in the unfortunate pris-
oner’'s behalf was held before the gov-
ernor and his council, and prominent
townspeople who twenty years ago had
saved Mrs. Barrows from paying the
death penalty pleaded with the gov-
ernor to open the prison doors to her.

A letter was read from the poetess,
Elizabeth Akers Allen, at the time of
the trial the editor of a local paper,
who has always believed that the pris-
oner was a wronged woman, in her
behalf, and the Hon. John B. Donovan
also spoke at length in favor of the
prisoner, claiming that the latter had
already paid a bitter penalty for her
crime.

The petition was opposed by County
Attorney George L. Emery of Bidde-
ford, and the matter was finally tabled
for a discussion in executive session.

PLAY DRAW POKER

Judge Doesn't Approve of Game and Is

in utter contempt.
Nazareth loved the common people,
and spoke to them. He met the publi-
cans and sinners and had no compunc-
tion to meeting women whom the self-
righteousness of some held in con-
tempt. This love for the common peo-
ple marked him off as distinct from
the Phariseées.

“The Nazarene did not proclaim a|
new religion or a new morality. It is
not true that a single principle enun-
ciated by him was a new one in the
synagogue. We feel thaf we have nol
biography of the Great Teacher and T |
shall not urge tonight the critical
view. 1 shall accept the gospels as
authentic, and without prejudice 1
shall attempt to prove that no princi-
ples can be found in the gospels which
had not been proclaimed before his
day or that the religious Jew wgas not
aware of. We will not deny that the
Lord’s prayer awakens in the hearts
of all humanity an answering response.
That prayer was spoken on the cross
when it betokened victory which their
persecutions could not take away from
them. If there ever was a star in the
galaxy of aspirations that would not
set that star is this matchless prayer
taught by the Master of Nazareth.
That prayer is a Jewish prayer.”
to be a learned man. Hence these
Pharisees had an inclination toward
arrogance—the arrogance of the learn-
ed man. The Pharisaic law was
progressive and not retregressive.

“The temple was the principal meet-
ing place of the Sadducees. Rome was
satisfied with them. They were aristo-
crats. These Sadducees thought that
if the temple services could continue
according to law Jerusalem had mo
complaint against Rome. They held
the common people at a distance. The
priests bought up all the shekels,
which was the only money that could
be used for sacrificial purposes, and
had a corner on the money market.
They also bought up the doves and
exploited the people under the guise of
religion. The Sadducees were retro-
gressive. 4

“The Essenes were the quietest of
these religious bedies. Their principle
was nonresistance. They lived in a
community and held no property in-
dividually. They wore white garments
and they kept themselves free from all
contamination. Individualism was as
far as possible neutralized.

Loved the Common People

“Into this nation split into three
parts was the Nazarene born. From
a study of his own sayings the Jew
scholar has no doubt that if he be-
longed to any of these parties it was
to the Pharisees, for every decision of
his on a Jewish question was identical
with the Pharisee party. But he had
a certain distinction that points him
out as a member of the Essene fraters
nity. Pharisees held common people

In an analysts of the Lord's prayer
the speaker showed that every clause
had a counterpart in the ancient pray-
er book of the Jews. Continuing, the
rabbi said: %

“It is a common prejudice that the
Jew does not look upon God as a father
theessame as a Christian. This is not
true. Nor is the golden rule a new
principle. The Christian religion has
documentary superiority over many
other religions. From the old testa-
ment we find the verse, ‘Thou shait
love thy neighbor as thyself.

“It is a principle of rabbinical law
that any precept concerning the Sab-
bath can be disregarded if a human life
is at stake. When you want to save a
life you can break any law of the syn-
agogue. The Nazarene was accused of
breaking the law because he healed on
the Sabbath, but his actions were
strictly according to rabbinical law. ~

“People loved Jesus. They said ho-
sannas when he entered Jerusalem.
With the coming of the Messiah the
Jews would be free and it would mark
a new era. Who had an interest in
silencing his voice? The Sadducees.
The money changers of the temple,
whom Jesus drove forth. As long as
Jesus preached in the hills, what mat-
tered to the Sadducees, but when he
came to the city and interfered with
their business they denounced him to
the Romans.

Trial Was illegal

“The trial of the Nazarene was ille-
gal. The Jewish law provides that the
trial must take place in the temple in
public, and Jesus was tried in private.
His trial took place at night, which is
against the law of the Jews. The trial
took place the 'day before the passover,
and the crucifixion on the day of the
passover. Another principle of Jewish
law is that no court can sit on a Sab-
bath or holiday, and that no execution
could take place on a holday.

Conspiracy of the Priests

“How was the court constituted? It
was a principle of Jewish law that a
court of seventy-one members had to
be convened and the session had to
last a day and night together. They
must sit out the whole night after tak-
ing a vote, and the next morning an-
other vote must be taken, but no mem-
ber who voted for acquittal the night
before can change his vote. No cir-
cumstantial evidence is admissible. Je-
sus was supposed to have been tried on
a charge of blasphemy, which consti-
tuted of expressing the name of the
deity in a way to indicate disrespect
of the name of God. There was no tes-
timony adduced to that fact. Jesus
merely confessed that he was the Son
of God. According to the teachings of
the Jewish religion every man j§s a son
of God. The whole trial was a con-
spiracy on the part of the priests™

In conclusion, Dr. Hirsch said:

“Jesus became a teacher to civilized
humanity. He belongs to us. He spoke
to us. He was reared under the roof of
the synagogue. Happy they who be-
come his disciples. Happy the world
’where they grasp his Jewish teach-
ngs.”

MONTANA CATTLE
MEN GET VERDICT

McNamara & Marlow Win a
Case Long Before the
Courts

CHICAGO, April 11.—McNamara &
Marlow, a Montana cattle trading com-
pany, was given a verdict of $25,000
against the Home Land and Cattle
company, a Missouri cattle trading
concern operating in Montana, by
Judge Bethea in the United States cir-
cuit court today. The case will be ap-
pealed to the United States circuit
court of appeals. The entire matter
has already been to the upper court,
where the Home Land and Cattle com-
pany was defeated, the upper court re-
versing the lower court and ordering
the case remanded for a rehearing.

The Home Land and Cattle company
contracted to furnish the other firm
a herd which was to contain 9,000
head of cattle. The complainant com-

pany alleged that when the herd was |

delivered there were but 8,000 cattle
and that another herd of 2,000 head,
which was to have been delivered some
time later, was not delivered.

The agreement was, according to the
complainant, that the Home Land and
Cattle company was to pay $20 a head
for every manimal less than the num-
ber contracted for. According to Mc-
Namara & Marlow, the number con-
tracted for was 11,000 and the number
received 8,000, The damages, together
with the interest on the money,
amounted to $25,000.
