I went last Tuesday and
met with a most cordial reception by
the officers and directors of the Chl-
cago club. I called on each of the di-
rectors and told him what was needed.
I pointed out the fact that Chicago
would miss much ih the way of a na-
tional run on account of the ruling of
the American association. - I met with
a hearty response and a special meeting
of the directors was hastily called for
last Thursday.

“Vice President G. C. Knoche was
present at this meeting and between
us we did a large amount of missionary
work among the Chicago motorists.
After we had laid our plans before
the Chicago club that organization
drafted an application to the Ameri-
can Automobile association asking per-
mission and a certificate to hold such
a run as would include the auto clubs
of every city within a radius of 500
miles of Chicago at which the assem-
bling point for the race would be Chi-
cago and the terminus of a four or five
day run, St. Paul.

Expect Answer Tuesday

“This application was sent immedi-
ately and an answer is expected next
Tuesday, at which time the Chicago
;-lub will hold another important meet-
ng.

“The route of the run will be from
Chicago to Rockford, to Freeport, to
Dubuque, to Independence, to Cresco,
to Austin, to Faribalt and into St. Paul.

“Figures were produced at the meet-
ing to show that within the territory
mentioned there are at least 150 towns
of a population of 10,000 or more. Each
of these towns has at least 50 automo-
biles and the average at a very low
figure would not be far from 100 ma-
chines per town when the 3,000 motors
of Chicago, 1,500 of Milwaukee, St.
Louis and Kansas City and the host of
machines in the Twin Cities are con-
sidered.

“If out of that number we get five
from each town we will have 750 ma-
chines in the race.

“The towns near Chicago and east of
it would send their machines to Chi-
cago; those from the western part of
Wisconsin could enter the run at Du-
buque, Ia., while the machines from
Missouri, Iowa and southern Minne-
sota could get into the running at In-
dependence,

“It will be a great thing for St. Paul
in the way of advertising, and the way
those Chicago fellows took it up was
good to see. I agreed for St. Paul to
furnish road maps and other necessary
data to the autoists and promised for
the city and this club to raise $50,000,
if necessary, in order to secure the
run”

The members cheered Mr. Ledy at
the conclusion of his talk, and many
expressions of support and congratu-
lation were tendered him.

It was freely remarked at the meet-
ing that if the Chicago club did not
receive the necessary permission to
carry on the proposed run promptly on
time next Tuesday that a new asso-
clation of national scope would be
formed five minutes later and the run
would be made anyway.

It was pointed out that Chicago, as
well as the Twin Cities, had been
hardly used by the American, and
that if it was not for the fact that the
Chicago club holds a membership in
the American, which costs $500 a
year, and under which the club has a
right to hold a race meet next month,
the new association would be formed
at once In any event. On the other
hand, several of the members said that
when the thousand cars have assem-
bled in St. Paul in July a convention
will be called and a new association
will be formed entirely independent of
the old body. There was great unani-
mity in the proceedings, especially as
regards the talk of Mr. Ledy.

That officer and Maj. Knoche have
been invited to attend the meeting of
the Chicago directors next Tuesday, at
which most interesting developments
may be uncovered.

The secretary reported thirty-seven
new applications for membership in the
club since the last meeting.

ENGINE PROVES A
VERITABLE H00DOO

Unlucky Northern Pacific Loco-
motive Is Destroyed in
Cushing Smash

It was yesterday reported to the operat-
ing department of the Northern Pacific
that engine 228, the ill fated machine in
which Engineer Robert Murray of Staples
met death last week, is totally unfit for
further service. The engine met another
head on and was badly shattered in a
smash that resuited. Murray died at his
post rather than jump and take a chance
for safety; as long as there was g pos-
sibility that he could safeguard his pas-
sengers by staying in the cab.

Locomotive 228 was one of the best and
most effective engines of the Nerthern Pa-
cific, and for a year has been regularly
hauling the North Coast Limited, the brag
train of the system. The engine took the
limited as far as the first division out of
St. Paul and made the rveturn trip with
the east bound limited train.

The engine that had been assigned to
No. 3, the train that was wrecked, met
with a slight accident just before No. 3
pulled out of St. Paul, and the engine ot
the limited, No. 228 was pressed into
service for the extra run,

The crash at Cushing followed, and now
comes the report that the remains of the
engine are practically scrap iron.

ne of the officers of the Northern Pa-
cific yecalled yesterday that 228 had been
a pevullnrl{ unfortunate locomotive, Two
Years ago It was in a wreck near Staples
and twice besides the engine had been put
out of commission by minor accidents.
As it was a comparatively new machine
the record for accidents made the operat-
Ing employes a trifle shy of working with
the unlucky engine,

Murray took it out that night in place
of his regular machine, and the ill luck
of the engine was further demonstrated
by his death and destruction of the loco-
motive.

duties Mon-

gy and recognized authorities in such
investigations, were charged with
making a thorough examination for
identification. To facilitate this the
ambassador furnished them with the
portraits and medallions, two busts by
Houdil and authentic descrintions of
the color of the admiral’'s hair and the
height and measurement of his body.
After the most minute examination the
following facts were fully substan-
tiated:

Length of body, 5 feet 7 inches, the
admiral’s exact height. The size and
shape of the head agree with several
peculiarities identical with the head
of the admiral. Hair, dark brown, the
same as the admiral’s; in places slight-
ly gray, indicating a person of his age,
45 years. The hgir is long, reaching
below the shoulders, and is combed
back and gathered at the back of the
neck. The face is clean shaven, all
corresponding exactly with the de-
scriptions, portraits and busts of the
admiral. The linen is in good condi-
tion. One article bears an initial,
either “J” or an inverted “P.”

The body was carefully packed. The
limbs were wrapped in tin foil, pre-
sumably for sea transportation, as in-
dicated in a letter of the admiral's
nearest friend and a pallbearer at his
funeral, Col. Blackden, who said:

“His body was put in a leaden coffin,
so that In case the United States,
which he had so essentially served,
should claim his remains they might
be more easily removed.”

Finding that all the internal organs
were singularly well preserved, the
doctors made an autopsy which show-
ed distinct proofs of the disease from
which the admiral is known to have
died. The identification was pro-
nounced complete in every particular.
Care has been taken to keep the body
in its present state of preservation. It
will be placed in a handsome casket
and deposited in the receiving vault of
the American church on the Avenue de
I’Alma until the ambassador can learn
the opinion of the government con-
cerning the most appropriate means
of transporting it to the United States
and giving a fitting sepulchre to the
body of the illustrious sailor, whose
place of burial had so long remained
unknown. 3

To Be Buried at Arlington

WASHINGTON, April 14.—The re-
mains of John Paul Jones are to bhe
brought here and interred in the na-
tional cemetery at Arlington, and it is
likely that the transfer will be made
the occasion of an interesting demon-
stration. In case it is decided to send
a squadron to European waters this
summer the body probably will be
brought home on the flagship of this
squadron.
