IRREGULARITY YET
EXISTS IN TRADE

But Industry Continues Active
and Construction Makes

(New Record

NEW YORK, April 28.—Bradstreefs
tomorrow will .say: Irregularity .still
characterizes distributive trade, while
industry is active and outdoor construc-
tion is of unprecedented volume. The
weather has been rather too cool for-the
best of crops preparation or germination.
Labor is well employed and with the one
conspicuous exception of Chicago, where
the teamsters' strike affects trade and
shipments, disputes are below the aver-
age for May 1. Prices of many staples
have been weak and unsettled, and cc-

J reals, cotton, some kinds of pig iron, cop-
per and country products have moved
lower. Railway earnings are good and
bank clearings tins wot owing to holi-days are smaller than last week, but
heavier than a year ago. Cottons are
rather tardy, especially in the south.

Conditions, though the season is back-
ward, promise well as regards- cereals. A
heavy wheat yield is in prospect. Whole-
sale trade is seasonaby quiet, a feature
being good reports coming from portions
of the southwest, where business has been
very good. Trade reports from Portland
and portions of the northwest are also
good. Southern reports are rather
spotted, while at the east rather better
advices come from the textile grades.
Well posted authorities claim the cottongoods trade has emerged from the past
two years of depression. Has tern cotton
goods buying is strictly to fill immediate
requirements, but business in seasonablegoods is in good shape.

Building is active throughout, far dis-
tant points uniting in reports of unpre-
cedented construction. Finished iron and
steel are in good demand, particularly in
the west. Raw materials, except coke,
which is easier, low grades being a drug
in the market, are in active sale and
movement. Petroleum is lower and bitu-
minous coal is offered at low prices. Anth-
racite coal is still active at the low April
prices. Shoes have sold better than a
year ago and the movement throughout
the country is larger. Hides are stronger,
while leather tends up because of high raw
materials.
