A
package of lemon Jelly will do away
with the nbove work, If It Is at hand.

When
chilled and set, cut In cubes, Set the
figs and sirup In Individunl dishes, ar-
range the cubes of Jelly around the
figs and pour a custard over all,

Ribbon Cake.~Cream one seant cup-
ful of butter; add gradually two and
one-third cupfuls of flour with four
and one-half teaspoonfuls of sugar, and
four eggs one after the other without
besting ; =ift four cupfuls of flour with
four and one-half teaspoonfuls of bnk-
Ing powder; gdd to the first mixture, al-
ternately with one cupful of milk
Bake two-thirds of the mixture In two
Iayer cake paps. Add the following
to the resf of the cake mixture: One
cuptul each of nut meats and ralsins,
one-half cupful each of currants, cit-
ront and cherries (the frult is minced
and the nutments broken In bits) ; add
two tablespoonfuls ench of moinsses
and cocon, ope-half teaspoonful of
cinnamon snd one-fourth teaspoonful
of cloves. Put the Inyers togather with
frult Jelly, dover with bolled frostiug
and decorate with halves of wsinut
ments,

let stand one hour. Add the remaln-
ing Ingredients, turn loto a buttered
dish and bake In & slow oven until
firm. Berve with cream or waple
#sirup.

Carrot Glace, With Cream.— Scrape
