The painter
who tints his canvass with the passions
and sorrows of the multitude, holds iu
his hands the means of popularity
which can make him great and jww-erlu-l.

He whose tongue can touch
the human heart and attune its sym
pathies is already great.

As long as society lifts its barriers
against the breast of genius iu pov-

erty, it lives upon an earthquake.
The convulsion which maj' rend it,
will possibly be long delayed, but,
like a pent up valcano, when it bursts
it will scatter death and ruin iu its
path. It is true that while these sen-

timents are common to the working
classes of both Europe and America,
the field of their efficient application
is widely different. Here we have the
ballot. There, they have not. The
American, holds in his bauds the
means of accomplishing his purpose.
He can make socialism a power, by
making it the law-give- r. He can
reach his end by slow gradations, while
the Germans and the French must
achieve their purpose in the lurid
flash of revolution, and by tearing
down and trampling under foot the
pillars of society.

Both in this country and in Europe
the eventual struggle is inevitable,
and when it comes people will survey
with astonishment the nature and ex-

tent of the reforms it will inaugurate.
It is a growing principle, for it wars
against caste. As abolition was suc-

cessful so will socialism be triumph-
ant.
