accumulations of years. It has been

shown that even in our western cities,
the fatal sentiment of French Com-

munism has taken root and is watch-

ing with eager and insatiate desire for

an opportunity to strike its poisonous

fans into all we love and reverence.

Bred in the idea that property is the
rijrht of all, and free to those who

choose to seize, it has no higher
guide to principle than the Highland-

er s slogan "Let him take who has

the power, and let him keep who can.';
Without pretending to analyze the

origin of this obnoxious growth

further than to say, it is a plant of

foreign nurture and has lieen brought

to this country by the exiles who left

the hot lieds of European politics for

their country's good. Fostered in an
atmosphere of treason grown amid

the horrors of revolution and ed

in the terrible lawlessness of a
society utterly disorganized, it has no

feature which an honest American
laiwrer would wish to see engrafted
upon his country's institutions.

But there is still another point of

interest, which the recent struggle has
disclosed. The price of labor is not

an arbitrary principle. It is the out-

growth of circumstances ; of the laws
and conditions of trade aud the rela-

tions of supply and demand. It is

the result of innumerable causes all
lending to the same end. Insepara-

bly associated with the movement of
irade, it is the pulse by which the
community feels the healthy or dis-

eased conditions of that capricious
and uncertain tide which marks the
prosperity or decline of commerce. If
prices are forced into undue develop-

ment as we force and nurture a hot
house plant they will wither and
die when once the sustaining cause is

removed.. The depression even will

be greater, just in proportion as the
causes which produced the inflation
are abnormal. The business man who

forces trade who rushes headlong into
speculation aud demands and receives
unhealthy prices, is sure to encounter
an adverse wave at last, which will

land him in bankruptc'. So with
everything that is not founded on a
substantial basis, and is not the ad-

mitted result of legitimate principles.

STAGNATION IN TRADE.
The recent violent demonstration of

the tailoring classes is the result of a
long protracted business stagnation.
Commencing in 1873, it has grown
rather than diminished with each re-

curring season. The long struggle
for existence has had no interval for
rest, and despair at the hopelessness of

the conflict, has had its legitimate end-

ing in violence. But the causes which

produced this last upheaval which

so completely disorganized society

and precipitated the working classes to
the brink of revolution, are to be

traced to that political lawlessness

which disregarded the will of the people

and literally inaugurated a president
at the point of the bayonet. It de-

stroyed public confidence in the right-
fulness of authority and put a pre-

mium upon contempt for law.
What the people of the country

most require is confidence in govern-

ment aud stability in society. These
are not to be procured when fraud is

recoguized in high places, aud crime
is condoned by the rulers of the na-

tion. One of the strongest arguments
used by the Republicans to procure a
public acquiescence in Mr. Hayes' as-

sumption of the Presidency was the
promise that it would settle business

and give confidence to the commercial
community. But it has not had this
effect. On the contrary, business is

more unsettled than ever and confi-

dence is utterly lacking. Prices for
the requirements of life have gone up,
aud the rewards of labor have dimin
ished. In the place of peace there is!

disquiet Capital, proverbially timid,
trembles in the face of a panic.
Speculation ceases, and enterprise
falls dead. Why? The reason is
plain. There is no confidence in gov-

It declares that the resumption act

was a huge legislative blunder of a

Republican Congress, and that its en-

forcement will bring uuimagiuable

distress upon the people; will cripple

commerce and paralize the industries

of the nation. It declares again.M

any further contraction of the curren-

cy as inexpedient and unwise, and de-

mands the maintainance of the green-

backs as the legitimate currency of
the country. The act of 1873, drop-

ping the silver dollar from the coin-

age, is characterized as an inexcusable
blunder, if not an example of the
most vicious legislation. It very
properly demands that an act shall be

passed restoring to silver its monetary
power and purchasing value. It is

opposed to National Banks, and de-

clares against any further issue of their
notes, as violative of the constitution,

and opposed to the traditions of the
government.

With such a platform as this, sup-

plemented with a resolution endorsing
the Southern policy of the President,
the Democratic patty of Ohio should

carry the State by an overwhelming
majority. The recent labwr difficu-

lty, which have pervaded the country,
have given point and emphasis to the
clear and explicit declaration of its

principles. These show that the De

mocracy have touched the key note of

SOCIAL DISEASES.
It is understood by the sagacious

The
true reason for the distress among
working people is that the labor mar-

ket is overstocked. Agriculture has
been abandoned for dense populations
and the marts of trade. Men have
left the field for the workshop.
Production is languishing for the want
of labor, yet labor is distressed for the
want of remunerative work. We
have too many artisans, mechanics and
railroad men and too few farmers. In
a country so wide aud diversified in
its industries as ours, there is no rea-

son why every man, willing to work,
should not find employment. But the
trouble is they prefer to work for
others, instead of themselves. Wooed
by the intricacy of machinery by
the rattle and bustle of railroad life
by the crowd aud allurements of the
cities, they turn their backs upon the
staid and peaceful habits of the farm,
and scorn the slow, but sure, accumula-

tions that wait upon patient toil.
This tendency of men to follow pecu-

liar pursuits cheapens labor and makes
it the petitioner for the favors, and
dependent upon the caprices of
capital. The drain upon agriculture
incrcases the cost of production and
makes the means of living high as

consumption increases ; production di-

minishes and men find themselves be-

yond the power of adhering to the
homelv maxim: "Live within vour

A NICE DAUGHTER.

A French Girl of Seventeen Helps
Her Lover to Take Her Mother's ,

Life The Murdered Woman's
Still Warm Bed Her Murderers'
Nuptial Couch.

Paris, July 5. A crime more hor-

rible than that of Jlilloir. who cut his
mistress into morsels, or of Mnvatix.
who cast hU child into a dry well and
heard it ''tor three hours
like a bull" in its agonv, will shortly (

be avenged at Aix tlie munier oi inv
widow lioyer by Leon Yitalis and her
daughter Maria. The nrimets have
hist been tried, and the trial, fur sheer
horror, will long be notable m t renca
criminal annals.

Maria Hover is a till and hand-som-

mrl nf 17. sHfTht- - stiimle. with a
piquant and attractive laee, small ami
remilar features, and rrea. liquid eves
of black, that being east down, fond to
her an exnression of melancholy. At
htr trial she appeared dressed plainly
in deen black, and simke in a low voice
often broken bv a nib or a shudder.
Leon Yitalis is a young man of unpre-nosscssi-

amearanee, with a slight
stoop; he is under-size- d, lean and
sickly-lookin- g, with a straggling beanl,
sunken cheeks and a bilious tint. I Ii
uueasv ami evasive eves were rarely
lifted from the table or the ground,
though at times with a learlul fascina-
tion, they were drawn to a heap of
blood-staine- d clothes and a large
cheeseknife ghastly relics of the
crime.

I do not know that I can tell the
story better by summarizing the testi- -

money of the two actors in tlie oioouy
drama as elicited in their examination
by the court. Maria was brought up
iii a convent and called a 'cold and
insensible child." She would not go
to her father on his dying bed. Few
things moved her, though once she
had some thought of joining a religious
order. In her desk at the convent
were found some notes to schoolmates,
of rather indecent character that was
all the special fault found with her be-fore- he

left school aud went to live
with her mother, who carried on her
dead husband's business, that of a deal-

er in butter, cheese, etc Yitalis
visited the house and was cn friendly
terms with both women. He sought
the younger one in marriage, but in
October last there was a rupture be-

tween them, she sending Yitalis a

letter in which she said that she would
not say she loved him, but that she
had fur him a true friendsip which
circumstances might verv easily change
to love. "My answer is always tlie
same. All depeuL$ on certain things.
I leave you free and wish to lie left
free. I do not change, as you, who
know me so well, know. You think
this letter cold, but I have had too
much experience of life to wish lightly
to engage myself." Her mother, the
girl said to the court, had leen the
cause of the rupture. The old woman
and Yitalis were on criminally inti-

mate terms, and she had done all that
lav in Iter nower to sunder them. In
March last the girl. said publicly

the bed where Vitals and her mother
were already lyihg. ' Did you. aked
the court, "not wish tha: your mother
were dead?" The prisoner, coldly:
"Yes. One day, when she was sick,
Yitalis said: If the good God would
nnlv take her out of the wav !' aud I
answered : Ah, she makes us suffer so
much When we discussed the attack
upon her I never thought he meant to
Kill lier. He sani to me ; x uur mwiu-e- r

detests you ami wishes to kill you
there must lie an end to all this.' I

thought he meant to stun ami gag her,
that we might lly together." At this
point the prosecution read the girls
first avowals, as follows :

"I thought that Leon maintained
illfoit relations with niv mother. Ap
pearances indicated it; and, as I bore
a consuming loce for him, I was jeal-

ous of her. I did not dare to speak to
hr on tht subiect. but did to him. and
he swore that there was no ground for
my suspicions and that he lovea me
alone. Had I known that he was on
intimate terms with her he should
never have become my lover. He
never told me that he proposed killing
her, but when she was sick he and I
used to pray that she might lie worse.
He complained of the scenes she had
with him frequently. At the
beginuing of the stfu gglel went into
the front shop and moved about boxes
and chairs to make a noise so that the
sounds of the struggle should not be
heard. After while a Leon called me,
'Maria, bring me the big cheese-knif- e,

quick ! She has got mine and is cut-

I will answer for taking care
of vour mother.' At first I made ob
jections, but he overcame them. He
only used the big xnite wncn nc munu
that rev mother was so heavily dress
ed that her clothing turned the little
one he had.
