It was here that AL formed his large
and extenxive acquaintance and developed
those remarkable qualities of permonal fas-
cination which became a moticeable trant
through life. In 1854 his {ather removed
to Cole Camp and established there a popu-
larhotel. In the spring of 1858, Mr. Buch-
anan, then President,appointed Al. minister
to one of the South American states and he
did not return until 1860. At the close of
the war he engaged in literary pursaits and
xhortly afterwords establivhed a paper in
Pleasant Hill. His career for the last half
dozen years is [amiliar to nearly everybody
in Central Misouri, and it ia useless to re-
late it

In his death the commanity which loved
and honored him has lost a valuable citi
zen and the State one of its best and most
remarkable men. He leaves a wife and one
child to mourn a lom which to them is
indexd irreparable.

Tbree Mcn Crushed by a Falling
Derrick — Two Killed Outright
and One Dies of His Injuries.
