It only knows,
or cares to know, that our local offi-
cials are indulging in 2 wrangle alike
disgraceful to the city and injurious to
the public service.

It
doesn’t matter the toss of a copper to
the people of Sedalia whether one
man or the other is a Democrat or a
Republiean.
