It is an occasion of real pleasure to

the Bazoo to note the endorsement
which this morning's Democrat gives

to the position avumed by this paper

at the time, and iince the strike, with
rofproiiee to the labor troubles.

no matter how they stick togethe- r-
can never get control of the govern
ment without belougiug to one party
or the other. If they operate sepa
rately, they either put off the hour of
their deliverance or defeat it for all
time."

To the extent tliat this view recog-

nizes the absurdity of the organized
movement of the working men, as a
party distinct unto themselves, the
Democrat' position is entirely tenable.
But it makes a sad mistake in the im-

plied assumption that the Democratic
party will work with these meu in the
attainment of the class legislation
they so evidently desire. It is an er-

ror to suppose that the working men

have anv real grievances which the
ordinary operations of sound and
heathful government wjll not remedy.

If the working men, as a class, per-

sist in overcrowding certain branches
of industry to the neglect of other
pursuits, the plethora will exist under
Democratic rule the same as it does

under Republican auspices. The un
happy condition of labor is the fault of
the laboring men themselves. They ig-

nore the ordinary principles of supply
and demand, and turning away from
the field and the farm crowd to
unhealthy repletion the railroad and
the workshop. Under the pressure
of these unnatural conditions, wages
sink, and want and suffering go hand
in hand with prevalent idleness. The
Democratic party cannot undertake to
regulate the wages of labor. It is not
the province of government. The
futility of such an undertaking was

amply demonstrated in France uuder
the reign of the Third Naoleon.
Paris became a vast workshop and
public improvements were projected
on a gigantic scale. While these en-

terprises were in progress, everything
went on merrily, but they could not
last forever, and the end brought dis-

aster and ruin. Out of it grew the
lurid torch of the Commune and those
tumults and disorders which spread an
eccentric desolation over the fairest
capital in Europe. Very nearly the
same condition of affairs h&3 been
lirought upon this country by the un
wise policy of the Republican party.
ine reaction came ana we are leeunir
its blight But with the possible ad
vent of the Democratic party to power,
private enterprise under the
stimulus of low wages is just begin
uing to develop employment for la
bor. It is not the province of the
government to assist in this recupera-
tion. It will accomplish its own re
demption if left to the operation o:

those natural and inevitable laws,
which constitute the ground work o
all human society. The Democratic
party has no intention of becoming
the wet nurse of idleness, or the fos
ter mother of the vagrant follies oi

labor. It has a higher mission to per
form in the regeneration of a country
cursed with vagabondage as a legacy
of liepublican improvidence. There
can be no alliance between a political
tactor and an lndastnal agent.

Nobody, of course, expects
this conditiou of things to last. The
great crops of the West arc promising
an abundant yield. It is impossible
to estimate with any exactness what

the result of these harvests will be.

but it is not hazarding too much to

&ay that they will be equal to the de
mand made upou them from abroad.
With quick and remunerative sales,

our farmers should lie able to feel the
vitalizing influences of a prosperity to
which they have long been strangers.
With better times to them, will come
a corresponding benefit to the trades
man and merchant, and the entire
country will feel its blessiiiss. We
think we are justified, therefore, in

saying that the business outlook is en
couracinir. There is no room for anv
further depression, and the possibili
ties are favorable for thoe change
conditions for which we have looke
for so long aud so aidently.

A Frightful Fall from a Tower.

A fearful accident happened nt the
High School building, a little before
noon.

A New and Myaterioua Organisa-
tion on the. Boston and Albany
Railroad.

Patrons of the Boston and Albany
raiiroad have been mystified the past
few days by the strange demeanor of
the conductors and officers toward
each other. At the same time much
curiosity has been excited at the
abundance of white neck-tie- s. It ap-

pears as though the company had
adopted a cheap method of further
uniforming its employes by adding the
white cravat to the gilt-bande- d cap,
and also compelled the men to salute
each other somewhat after the manner
of hand signaling, in use among
brakemcn and engineers for hacking
and stopping trains in "making up."

The organi
zation is so rapidly spreading over the
line of the road, that, if not inter-
rupted, it may cause a rue in the
white neck-ti- e market. Already
there are advertisements in the pa-

pers for "experienced neck-ti- e

makers." There are but two officers
to this organization Conductor Frank
Comee, who acts as President, and
Conductor Thomas Cook, who, as
Treasurer, collects, and, awaiting
further instructions, still holds the
dimes.
