Startling Haw front tha City cf
Mexico.

Hocstos, Tex, November 23. Mexican
news is more exciting than erer, as indica-

ted by advices from the City of Mexico,
ria Harana. It is aow known that Gen.
Trerino, one of the most trusted of the
Diaz chiefs is Barchinr northward from
the Mexican capital for the Rio Grande,
with a force of 2,500 well-appoint-

ed troops.
When be arrives oa the frontier aad forms
a junction with Gen. Caaales, commanding
in Tamaalipas, the Mexican force oa tbe
Rio Grande will amount to 4,000 regulars,
besides Indian auxiliaries. The troops
under Trerino are picked from tbe Bower
of tbe Mexteaa army, and the commander
is said to hare instructions to assusae a

IEFIANT ASD WABXIKE ATTITUDE,

and repel all raids and attempts at inva-
sion. Latest advices represent the people
of Mexico aroused with hatred, and eagerly
urging their Government to a war with the
United States, and the immediate seizure
of Texas territory and the
old boundary of the Nueces. The Mexican
Government has undoubtedly assumed a
hostile attitude, and will, if it has not al-

ready done so, oascially inform our Gov-
ernment at Washington of the intention to
attack all inraders. It is certain orders to
that effect hare already been giren. Gen.
Falcon is commanding on tbe Middle Rio
Grande, with headquarters at Piedras
Xegras.

GEN. OBD

is understood to hare telegraphed to Wash
iagton for of cavalry.
