The
Mexican gueras are ot pure Spanish
descent, their ancestors haviuz come
from the mountainous regions in the
north ot ir.un, where the people arH
fair as the Danes, though differing iu
the tinge ot complexion. All the
social upheaval in Mexico for the past
sixty year has failed to mingle the
blood of the Iudiaus with the blue
blood of a certain clement of their
conquerors aud descendants of the
conquerors. This is the gucra element
which has held its own inviolate amid
the surging passions surrounding it,
amid temptations which cot h ing but
a haughty pride of race would or
could have reeled. Intermarriage
auioug tins cpatii.-ti-i element in Jlexico
is as strict and exclusive :ui it Li amonL'
the Hebrew Prids has built
an impregnable wall, against which
passion, Iul and love have iu veil
dashed themelves. '

It is woman aud not man who has
preserved the distinctive type of nice
called the gueras. She alone has been
true to herself, and she alone has kept
the rasu within those bounds that
have even preserved him from entirely
falling into the chaos of blood .mix-
ture.

Whenever the woman element of
theSpanL-l- i race was wt. tiling there
the Spaniard willingly succumbed to
the crude charms and feivid fascina
tions ot Indian maidens, The pure
current and the mixed current of blood
so visible in Mexico, typifies the
fidelity of woman to a higher moral
principle than man. Wore it uot for
heroic devotion to this principle, Mex-
ico, as represented by-- the Spaniard,

of their beauty and blood.

ELEPHANTS.

A Writer Who TJpsate Some of the
Popular Opinions Concerning
Tbom.

Iu his book. "Thirteen Year
Atuoni: the Wild Beasts of India,'
Mr. J. P. Saudersou deals at consider
able leui:lh with the subject of ele
iihaut. ' Manv of his statements about
the Indiau elephant will be found to
ditfer from the opiuions coinmotiU
held, and also from the iiiteresiiug
descriptions of the animals published
oy oir Ciiuenuii 'iTeniient. inis booK
Xlr. Sanderson bserves, has removed
some of the grossest misapprehensions
regarding the elephant, but "it is full
of the errors which are unavoidable
when a man writes on a subject with
which he has had no practical acqaint-:ine- c

" and in manv ulaces theorv and
,r s

t'ancv are said to be substituted for
fact. Thus, for instance, Sir Emersoa
Tenuent tells a story of an elephant
that leaped over a barricade fifteen
feet high, whereas the animal cannot
take its four feet off the ground at the
same moment, and can neither canter.
gallop, nor trot. And, according to
Mr. Sanderson, the elepheut is in
many respects a stupid animal. Its
chief virtues, be says, are obedience,
gentleness, and patience. But this
gentleness may surely be regarded, on
the writers own showing, as a sigu of
intelligence. "The most intelligent of
horses, he writes, "cauuot be depend-
ed on not to. tread ou its master's toes,
and, if terrified, make no hesitation in
dashing away, even should he upset
any oue in so doing.' But elephants.
eveu huge tuskers wnose Heads are
high iu tbo air, and whose keepers are
mere pigmies beside them, are so cau
tious that accidents verv seldom occur
through carelessness ou their rf."

Elephants travel in herds and in
strict Indian file. hen a calf is born
the herd remains with the mother two
days, the calf is then able to travel,
and can cross rivers with the assistance
of it's dam. Elephants are said to
swim better than any other In?
animals, aud Mr.. Sanderson relate.
that a batch of seventv-nin- e which he
sent from Dacca to Barrackpur had
the Ganges nd several of its large
tidal branches to cross. In the longest
swim they were six hours without
touching bottom. After resting on
the sand-ban- k, thev completed the
swim iu three more. ol oue win
lost. Mr. Sanderson observes, that
remains of an eiephatit that had died
a natural death are scarcely ever; met
with. He has never seen such re-

mains himself, and never' met anyone
amongst the jungle tribes or profes
sional eiepnanr nunters woo nan uone
so except at me nine wnen murrain
visited the forests. 1 Bones," he writes
"would not decay for some years, arid
teeth aud tusks would survive Jer
some time ; vet not a single pair of
ivories has ever, as far as I know, been
found in the Mysore jungles as long as
I have known them. Ibe writer, can
give ao explanation of this fact.

How loug the wild elephant lives is
uacertaia ; but Mr. Anderson thinks
it attains to at least 150 years. 31uch
exaggeration is current with regard to
the animals height ; the largest seen
by the writer laeasured nine feet ten
inches at the shoulder, "and- - yet there
hate been stories of Indian elephants'
measaring seventeen to twenty feet,
high. f Twice round aa elephants foot
is said to ha his height, aad generally
this measareaiaat is exact.

1 he men made for
the protection of the tame elephants,
aud it was considered creditable to do
this with as little hurrv as circum--
stauces would admit. the areua
formed a center of attraction to the
onlookers, as the theater of a Spanish
buil-ugh- l may do ; aud the men who
liowed the greatest coolness were

loudly applauded. The elephants,
however, ooii gave up pursuing when
thev became accustomed to seeing
people. The wild ones did not attempt
to interfere with the men, when they
aiued the shelter of the tame ele

phants. OirotMiaccasiun a friend 'in
the Forest Department who was riding
one of the elephants was swept off, as
well as the mahout, bv an overbaug- -
iug creeper when their elepheut was
dragging a captive across the kheddah

; hut a con fused idea of the
points ot the compass when they
gained their legs, they rushed toward
the nearest elephaut tor protection. It
was a very hue animal, but unfortu
nately, a wild one, which they mis
took tor a friend. The elephant was
rather startled, aud did not take so
prompt au advantage of their mistake
as he might have done. They mean
while made some remarkably good
time toward the gate of the enclosure,
which they reached in safety.

On another occasion, Mr. Sander-so- u

himself had a very narrow escape.
While his elephant was facing a young
tusker, and was therefore uuable to
orutect his master from the attack, a

ild female rushed at linn more than
once, injured his thigh severely, and
would no doubt have killed him had
nut a spear struck her iu tfie head at
the critical moment, while a tame
elephant, rushing at the beast the
next iustant, almost knocked her
over.
