of new subscriber. show us that such informa
tion wonld be gratefully received, and, of course,
the hints of to-da-y being all later and novel in
thair way, all may be benefited.

The frenzy of the moment is for every Miade of
red.

The white silk front was made with square cor-
sage, and puffed to the wait-liu- e. The lower

haaded, divided, and edged the puIN. the eige. of
c o heading the upper pirating The
brocade silk formed the Imclc, and the long eourt
train, uatrimmed, aud falling in unbroken curve-fro- m

the two pannier )ouf. The skirt, of silk,
edged the tablier front of white, and the .i1p
bodies, of brocade, formed deep coat-fron- ts each
aide of the puffed centre. The coat uas dged
with breton lace. The ellovr sle'ves, of broende.
had a knife-pleatin- g of white silk turned upward,
and a deep fall of breton over the arm. t

We have descnlied this costnme fully, for it can
easily Ue made irom two partly-wor- n or
one tha addition of a contrasting silk inr the
front. Kose, or roM color, would a
black silk beautifully. Or one milit u-- e tuo
shades of tarlatan, or a tarlatan front with
barege train, and this way et up a preity ai.il
inespensive evening costume.

Where one tuts a dark silk tliat is ainiot too
sombre, and yet economy whiiKrs it inu-- t le
worn, a pretty way to brighten it woiM U; toc:
a few yards of light-tinte- d silk. Sav the dark silk
is chocolate or seal-brow- n, in either :ie jcl
pinic, rose or canary coior, torma pieasm-- ; eon- -
trast. Divide the silk into soft sashes, a quarter
of a yard wida. Commence at the u.nist in front.
faten the sashes at each hip, bring forward and
cross at tha centra; carry to tUu side seam, then
meet again in tna centre, and thus fatten in dia-

mond fashion upon the whole front, taking care
that the last meet in the centre at the top of the
flounce, pleating or other trimming that origin-
ally ornamented the dress. Where the scarves
meet in the centre, they should he fMstened with
a rose or other flowers, with a slightly trailing
foliage, and the right side caiixht with the Mime
flowers. The left side or seam should haven
cascade of loops of nbbon, or the silk. Make a
pflS of the silk, or a narrow pleating, and head
the original trimming upan the skirt. Arrange
a paanier with scarf-end- s at the hack, fold the
Beck as low a V as possible, aud fill in with a
pnBed lace pompadour, the puti divided with
tiay bands of the light silk. Make the Kimpa-do- ur

square across the neck, and put a niching o
lace in the neck, letting it extend down the sides
of the pompadour as far as the point-o- V.

We always advise, when a costume must dof
double duty, two sets of sleeves the. el bow for an
occasion where the dress would Ik transformed,
by silk and flowers, for evening. Thee should
have a rucbing of the light silk and lace. Soinr
of the flowers should tie worn, in front of the put!?
or coronet, on top of the head.

Damasse silk is combined with satin and faille
for evening costumes. Sometimes three lititi-- t

colon are used in the three fabrics, but oftener
the damasse and satin are of the same tinge, the
faille forming the contrast in pipings, looping- -,

aad pleating.
Flowers had quite fallen into disuse, until the

ball aad party season opened. Now, the dem.nnd
is larger, for ao garniture seems so well suited to
the season. Necklets of drooping flowers and
grasses, and armlets the same, are worn with
square-Becke- d corsages and ellnv sleeves.

Garnet velvet aad lavender silk were recently
employed, in an evening costume, with charming
effect.

The most popular street coustumes, for orvice,
are those of twilled flannel, knonn by the million
as camel's hair. These are made into walking
costumes, d, with kilting over the
skirt, and the over-skir- t, or oIonaie, finished
with a deep hem, upon which are placed several is
rows of stitching. Some are using iKinlers of

fur; but tlie objection to fur is that the costume
can then only be worn upon the street, and must
necessitate ranch changing. If wished for mid

Lunatic Asylum, adjacent to this city, was

discovered to be on fire at 1 o'clock this af-

ternoon and was totally destroyed. No ad

equate means have ever been provided to ex
tinguish fire and but little rtsbtance could
be made u tip spreading flame.

The engineer
lost all his clothing, a fine gold watch and
three bundled dollars in money. Every
employe worked up to the last moment in
saving the patients, and did not go to their
rooms to secure their valuables.

Death of Mr. David Field, of Cole
Camp.

The Trial of Crawford for the Mur
der of MerteL

Corrctonderice of the Baton. '
Warsaw, Mo, Jan. 26th, 1879.

The weather baa been quite vara to
day with n heavy southern breeze, which
has melted nearly all the snow and ice, and
caused the river to rise several feet.

Mr. David . Fields, who Uvea near
Cole Camp, ia thU county, and is well
known to many of your readers, died here
this afternoon. He came to town ia the
early part of last week to look after some
business, and seemed in his usual good
health. He was taken with a cold which
rapidly grew worse, pneumonia set in, with
the result as above stated. Mr. Fields has
been a man of considerable prominence
here ; has been County and Probate Clerk,
and leaves many friends aad acquaintances
to mourn hi sudden demise.

The Crawford murder case still drags
its weary length along, the evidence for the
prosecution having closed but yesterday.
Much of the evidence against him is cir-

cumstantial, but the general impression
seems to be that it is suficient to convict
of murder. Perhaps a resume of this case
would not be unappreciated by your readers.
Mr. rreuericK Mertel, ol Menry coanty, in
company with some friends, came to this
county on a hunting expeditioa. They se--

.mm - at W a
cured permission irom Mr. if. tl. Williams,
who lives on Turkey Creek, about 12 miles
from this place, to camp on his land, and
did so, intending to proceed further soon.
About one-h- alf mile above then? on the
creek another party of hu.iters were camped,
the Messrs. Breeden'. Oh that eight both
tents were fired into, no one being hurt is
the upper, or Breeden tent, but Mr. Mertel
was shot in the left breast while lying
asleep in his own, the lower tent. He heard
the guns fired, but, being suddenly aroused,
imagined it was thunder, and that he was
ttuck by lightning. After having been

assured that this could not be as the night
was clear he was told to lie down and go
Ie;p, and after being placed under the in-

fluence of opiates, did go to sleep, and but
little attention was paid to the matter
About eight days after he died from the
effect of the wound then received. One
DeWitt C. Duke, who lives near
Williams, came in some few days after
Mertel ' death and made affidavit that
the defendant, Columbus Crawford, and
one John Cisnev did the killing. Cisney
flsd the country, but Crawford was arrested
and is now on trial. Duke testifies that
hey came to his house on the night the

shooting took place, after he had gone to
bed and waked him, telling him they
wanted him to go turkey bun'.ing with
them ; that he got op and went, and that
thev proceeded almost directly to the
Breeden tent, where Crawford said he
could see a dog. Doke looked but could
see none. Then Crawford said to him aad
Citney, "You step back and I'll try it a pop
anyway." They stepped back and Craw-

ford fired ; that they proceeded dowa the
creek toward the other tent, and on the
way Crawford stopped and reloaded his gun;
that as they went he (Doke) tried to per
suade them from their avowed purpose of
shooting into the other (the Mertel) tent,
but finding that he could not do so, left
them and went home, when they were in
sight of and proceeding toward the Mertel
tent. Shortly after leaving them he heard
two shots fired in the direction of said tent.
The other evidence as secured by the State
is mostly circumstantial, but is very strong.
They claim to have a good defense, but

hat it cn be, no one can ever guess, as
Ithere now seems to be no good defense poa

sible. His counsel are doing their very
best for him, hut it seems to be uphill
work, and could not be blamed for feeling
discouraged, as is claimed against their
protests they do. The attorneys for the
prosecution have their case well in hand -

and seem to understand it thoroughly.
They fee! certain they have got the right
man, whether thev succeed in convicting
him or not. VlNAOE.

HOGAN HEARD.

The Aliased Murderer ot Mobert
1. FewelL

On Trial at Preliminary examina
tion.

This morning the case of John Hogan,
charged with the murder of Robt. J. Fewell,
came up before Justice Clark, on prelimia-ar- v

exanination. in White's Hall.
Prosecuting Attorney G. P. B. Jickson

appeared for the State, and Messrs. Hous-

ton A Bothwell for the defense.

The witnesses for the State were called
and sworn, and the usual instructions given

and rules observed.

After the charge was read hy Mr. Jack- -
.a m r !sun, the counsel ior me aeiense xaiu in oo--

jection that the charge was against John
Logan, while the prisoner's name was John
Hogan. This, however, was considered

immaterial, as the proper person under the
charge was belore the court.

The first witness for the State was George

8. Green, who upon oath deposed and testi-

fied' as follows:
I live on Fifth street in East Sedalia;

I lived there in December: I knew Itobt.
J. Fewell ; I saw him Friday morning be
fore he died; I saw him at 10 minutes to
11 on the night of Dec. 3d ; this was before
he was struck ; I had been in his company
for 40 or 50 minutes. 1 went into the ten
pin alley at about 10 o'clock; I left there
with re well at JJ minutes to U; we went
together to the corner of Fifth and Ohio
streets; stood there together about three
or four minutes; I then left him; I went
East and he went South ; I went on Fifth
street, and he went on Ohio street. We
separated at 10 minutes to 11 ; Idid not see
how far he went; heaaid he was going home;
I knew he lived on the West side of Ohio
street, but did not know where; I did not
see him that night but in the ten pin alley;
I did not meet any one from the time I left
the ten pin alley with rewell ; it was
moonlight night ; saw nothing of him that
night afterward ; saw him at home at 8
o'clock the next moraiag ; he was able to
talk; 1 bad a little conversation with him;
he made nse of (he expression, "they put it
on to me pretty I al."

At this point a question of law was raised
by defense, and the reporter took advantage
of it to skin out with his note book,

Examination resumed I asked him how
he sot hurt. He said after he left Fifth
ittteet he noticed a negro following from the
meat shop, on Seventh street ; there is where
he first noticed the negro following him.
He dropped back and the negro passed him
once or twice. He told me be was hit; 1
don't recollect how he said he was hit ; I was
there one night afterwards ; went at o
o'clock in the evening some four or five
nights afterwards and staid all night ; think
it was Friday. He an conscious when I
first went there, but got worse and delirious.
At 3 o'clock a. ra. I thought be would die.

Crot-eiamine- tl I looked at mv watch
when I lell the alley and saw that it was
20 minutes to 11 o'clock; I don't know that
Mr.Fewell had'any difficulty that night with
anyone; I have no decided knowledge of
any ill-wi- ll entertained towards him by any
party ; I never had any conversation aith
him regarding anything of the kind ; I have I

heard something of a difficulty be bad with
some party at Calhoun.

Dr. J. r. Jones, Coroner, sworn 1 saw
Mr. Fewell Ibe night he died ; I have the
date at my office, but cannot now recall the
day ; a post mortem had been made previ
ously ; 1 looked at the corpse, and showed
tbe coroner's jury a cut on the back of the
head ; it was laid open one and a ball or
two inches, and had the appearance of being
done some time ; I could not determine the
instrument that made it ; I made no fur-
ther

I

examination, but adopted tbe post
mortem of Drs. King and Evans, belore
'Squire Clark, i

Oliver Kernodle, sworn I live in Seda
lia; during the Yost murder trial and at
its conclusion, December o, 1870, Mr.
Wright, myself and two others left the
courtroom about lo minutes to 1 1, and
went south on Ohio stieet; two of the par-
ty left us at Fifth street, Mr. Wright and I
continued to Seventh, where Wright left
me; saw no one else during the route.
When I reached the southwest comer of the
enclosure on the north side oi Broadway,

saw an object near the southwest comer
of Mr. Newkirk's property (near the corner
of Ohio and Ninth) ; I saw it was a human
being; my attention was then attracted
eastward on Broadway by hearing a noie, it
but when again I looked southward, heard
it no more; it was a bright moonlight
night, and I walked on the east side. About

Ohio streets 1 heard groans, and advancing
saw a man lying partially on tha street
stepping stones and partially on tbe steps, t
face downward, shoulders and bead on
stepping stones, and from six to eight feet
from the end of Mr. Newkirk's sidewalk ;

walked up, supposing he was drunk and
asked, "what was the matter ;" he atated a
negro had struck him on the head aad al-

most

killed him ; 1 tried to assist him to
bis feet aad found he could not stand ; ia
doing so be threw up his arms spasmodic-
ally and asked to be laid down ; my second
effort met with the same result; he com
plained of his head; I then whistled for a
police; wniie waning atr. xiiu came irom
the south and assisted me to place him on
the sidewalk : Dr. Colegiove came tip and
suggested medical aid be sent for; Fewell,
the wounded man, objected, saying be did
not want his family frightened ; Mr. Hill
said he would notify tbe police, and Dr.
Colgrove said he would see bis family ; Dr.
King was sent lor; 1 assisted rewell home. a
and remained antil Dr. King dressed his

ound. I first noticed tbe wound on bis
head by seeing blood on bis face ; there was

sash over bis left eye; 1 visited him sev
eral times, but he was not talking rational.

Cross-examinatio- n When 1 saw tbe ob- - if
iectdisapetar, 1 saw no one antil I saw
saw Fewell ; I could have seen him hid he
been standing.

AFTEKXOOX SK8HI0X.

Dr. W. P. King, sworn I am a physi
cian and reside in Sedalia; I first saw Mr.
Fewell on the night of December 3d, little
aftei 11 o clock; be was at home in bed,
suffering from a shock or blow on the right
posterior part of the head, and was some-
what stupefied. 1 made an examination
and found a T shape woand ia the Fcalp,
but could not determine no fracture of the
skull, also a wound just over tbe left eye;
was satisfied bis skull had been Iractured ;

him day thereafter, excepting,saw every. .. r , , , l - -
prooaoiy, rnaay; ae vecame aenrious
Iste r riday night ; Saturday morning about I
11 o'clock called ia Dr. Evans, and we
trephined his skull, aad let oat several
ounces of bloody terum, which indicated
fracture and traumatic meningitis. After
this be became rational and continued so
at intervals up to bis death on Wednesday,
the 11 tb : 1 made a post mortem examina
tion, with the assistance of Drs. W. H.
Evans and Graham, aad on removing the
brain there escaped large quantities of
fluid of tbe same kind ss that which came
through tbe trephining; there was evidence
of inflammation.

Turner, J as. Sheha and others, un-
known to me, were there, but not. all in
the room at the same time; think Sheha
heard Fewell' remarks. I have lived here
over lb ret years; was here on election day
1876, and was at the polls ; there was a lit
tle "rumpus that day when a negro re
marked he would take nothing from white
bova; the white boys were Henry Selsor
and Frank Wharton ; the negro dtew a
pistol and pointed it ; he reeognizrd Hogan
as the negro. He was ieronalIy ac-

quainted with Fewell at the time; Fewell
was one of the crowd and was .standing near
me; the difficulty occurred between the
