The ship
iu the ice were soon clearly visible
from the deck with the naked eye, or
rathar her soars were, for all that we
could see were her tbree lower and
topsail yards and her three topmasts,

There weren't no sails set. neitber no
flag a flvin' so as it didn't look very
orobable as there was aoybody on
board of her, 'cause if there had
a heen thev would have seen us aud
would have made a signal. Never
theless, the old man be to go to her
if it were possible, and arter runnin'
in to within a mile of the edge of the
ice-pac-k we clewed the to'gallan' sails
ii n. hauled un the courses and hove
her about, leavin' the head-yard- s

--auare and the jib sheet fiowin. so
as her only motion would be a slight
drift dead to leeward. Then the
word were passed for 'volunteers to

--save life' and all hands come for-

ward. There weren't no credit into
it. 'cause nobodv didn't see as there
W3re anv dinger in the service, and
all hands had a curiosity to see what
were aboard of the craft into the
ice. Her hull was clearly viable
now, and as near as we could judge
she was a ship of about 400 tons, and
orobablv a whaler. Two boats' crews
were sent in, and the old man's idea
hein' for to land a exploriu' party
and then return with the boat to the
ship. Then the party, on its return
from the wreck, could be guided hy
our ship, and come to the pint mghest
to her aud be took on board agin.
It were seen that it were goiu' for t
be a work of some hours tor to git
to this ship after the partv landed.
for she looked to be a good distance
from the edee of the pack, and no
doubt were a good bit further that
she looked. I bein' awfully young
and strong, this being the fust vovaf
I'd shipped as a able seaman, were
the fust one choeed bv the mate as
were a'troin fur to lead the landi'tiir
party. The other three men was Joe
Cook, Barry Williams and Bill Benson,
all of 'em young and powerful strong,
and all 'em good nilorraen. It was
a good long mile to the pack, and
much further than it had looked
from our ship decks, but we got in at
last, and coasted along the ice for to
find a good iandin place, the sea
rollin in agin it too heavy for to be
comfortable, although it had seemed
quite smooth afore we left our ship.
Finally we finds a little cove, and
we stuck the boat in there, and got
safe to the shore, or rather to the
ice, and then sent the boat off agin.
Then we turned our faces toward the
wreck and set out. She seemed to
us much further off than she had
afore we left the ship, and it ' were
clear that we had no fxl of a job
afore us, and that it involved a tramp
of at least five miles over the ice.
This afore we left the ship looked as
smooth as a dec, out it were in
reality ' all humped up into ridges.
some ot wbicb was too high and
rough to climb over, and we beiug
to make long circles around em.
It were 9 o'clock when we landed.
and it were noon when we finally got
to the ship in the ice. Jt weren t a
dangerous service so long as the
weather kept clear, and it weren't
very uncomfortable so long as the
wind kept moderate and with a bit
of sunshine into it, but if it should
cobm on thick we might never find
our ship again, or it a sudden change
to the north ard took place, unused
as we was to extereme cold, we
might have got frosted.

Evidently they'd had open water and
hJdgeta couple of whales aleagaida,

wbea they waa aipaed sadden by the
ice. Her topsails and courses was furled
saug and the ice had torased a heavy
crust over em aa that thev looked
like spars of ice. The riggin. too.

crusted with successive layers
of ice, aud it no looser had the
appearance of ropes, but seessed so

ny massive icicles. The deck was
thick with ice hummocks which had
formed high as her rails. Her boats
bad broken from the davits in some
instances entirely, aud in others still
hangiu' bv oue tackle. As nigh as we
could make out she had a half poop
cabin with the entrance aft through
a companion-wav- . Abaft this again
was sprung a sort of hurricane deck,
which covered the wheel and
binnacle, and iu cither side of which
were a boon's locker.

"Stan iin' by the wheel, and evi-

dently held up by it, were a man,
He were stone dead, but preserved so
well that it were difficult to believe
it till you come close to him.

Movin the paper
from under the arm of the man at
the table; our mate soon come to a
date.

Great Caesar, boys V says he, 'do
you know when this here were
written? This here date are 1780,
and they'd then been froxe up for ten
years. We looked for'ard to see if
there were anv more of the crew to
be found, ' but there werea't. These
three were all that remained of the
whole ship's company. Our mate
finally found the log-boo- k of the
ship, bv which it appeared that in
1768 the vessel had left New Bedford
with four bats and a crew of thirty
men all told. &hel passed up
through Davis' Straits and into
Biffin's Bav. The summer of 1769
found 'em inside of the Arctic Circle
and in a open ea. with whales as
thick as piK&ihle. so that they. almost
always had one fast on each tide.
The further north they went the
more open water thev found, the
temiwralure beiug but a trifle below
zero. They arrived at the north pole
on the 20ih of August. Ib9. and
hein' then about two thirds full of ile
the captain, which his name were
Baker, so our mate said, concluded
tor to return to the southard afore
the winter ot -- in. They didn't
hurry, hut jwl fished a wav as thev
weut, killiu and emtio' in anal trying
out continual. On the 6th of Se
leinbrr ihev maoe a ice barrier lo
the Miuth'ard of 'em, and for a month
thev made all orts ot traverses for to
find a hole for to pit through. Oi
the 18th of ovembT, 1769, the
ic.fi closed in around 'em and held
'em (ml Thev'd still kept on a
nikiu' u hales aud had got a couple
alongside the afternoon afore they was
froze--, in. They made good fender?
for the ship, and perhaps kept her
from bein' cut through with the ice ;
but the ice formed so rapidly all
over the ship and whale that they
never tried to cut em iu. The sails
was cled up and furled, and every
thin' was made as comfortable as
possib'e for the winter. It passed
at last, and spring came aud summer,
but the ice remained fa.t. The
reg'lar log books was all filled, and
our mate skimmed hasty through 'em
jist glaiicin from winter to winter and
from summer to summer aod seem
that there were no change to note.
After two years they begun to die
on. Almost an tneir stores was
eaten, but in the summers game was
plenty, aud they had the two whales
to tall hark on, it bein' always
possible for to chop out a block of
tiiat, and arter thawin' of it out it
trade passable eatin. The galley
were on the mam deck, lhey kept
a fire goin' constantly, and with

1 a -plenty ot lie in the hold thev was
never out of lights. When the fifth
vear went by there was but ten of
the thirty left. Thev laid out
buryin'-groun-d a short distance from
the ship, and there they carried
their dead. When eight years had
gone there was but five remainin
the only officer alive bein' the
captain, wbo seemed for to keep up
his courage to the last, and who
tried from time to time to keep
record of their sufferings. Some
times a month would ebpse atwizt
the entries.
