week without further aid, provided the
snow cessed and o cradt formed. This
wouid allow forege parties to walk without
serious trouble, and they couid then doub:-
iemn procure [uel.
The commiitee have m:de s number of
excellent rules for the governmeni of the
village. In the eariv part of the week
daily attempis were m «ie W0 keep comma
nications open by cutting tunnele through |
the immense drilta which every night |
formed around masy of the inhabited
houses. The wors was terribly exhausting
and the commitiee determined to «lop it.
A number of men were deétsiled to each n-
habited house. They were given 3 supply
of provisiona and f[uel, ome mwan was
placed in charge,«ad the snow waas then al-
lowed to accamuiate at will. As a conee-
one-balf of th> villagers were pris-
oners when the relief v srrived, Every
morning each hoo-e furni-hes ite guots of
men, who sre low.red by or laddern
frow the roofs of the hall-buried dwellinga.
Thes men make 8 lour of the viilage,
sacerinin the condition of the sick, and
then dep-rt on their search for fuel and
birnde. These latter, as well ar deer, foxes,
coons and chickene, sre succumbing o
the cold by thous=nde, snd the villagere by
gathering them before they are covered by
the snow, obtais 8 whoulesome and agree-
able snpply of focd. The dsiiy struggle
throagh the snow s attended with varying
success, the party aeually returning sboat
nocn, Mr. Wright them gives to each
man 8 drink of whisky or brandy,
and the exhausted villsgers return to their
homes, those inside bhauling them in
thful-ci éh windows or rvol. o
