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A bill k to be introduced in the
Delaware legislature exempting from
taxation, for ten years at least, all
panose coning into the state with the
intention of colonizing.

The Chicago Tribune thinks that
there are no grounds for a Chinese
labor scare.

The receipts of the Catholic society
for the propagation of the faith for the
last year were $1,200,000. Of this
amount France alone contributed
$832,000. Only $7,100 were received
from the United States.

The books of the Paris morgue
show that during the year 1880 a to-

tal of 806 bodies, the results of crime,
suicide and accident, were deposited
ia that grim establishment. These
figures show an increase of 96 over
those referring to the year 1879.

The legislature of Ohio has just
passed a bill prohibiting pool-sellin- g

in the state. It is claimed by turf-

men that if it should become a law

it will end the entire turf interests in
Ohio, as they say races cannot be sup-

ported without the profits of pool-sellin- g.

Concentrated food will not alone
sustain life. Every animal requires a
certain volume of food to maintain the
natural expansion of the stomach, and
hay and other articles are mingled
with the more nutritive grains. The
barge horses along the Moselle and
Saar, in Germany, readily eat saw-

dust mingled with their oats. Its nu-

tritive qualities are very slight.

A few days ago Justice Clifford of
the United States supreme court, who
is suffering with softening of the brain
sent a carefully prepared opinion to
his associates upon a question he evi-

dently believed had been referred to
him. It was written out verbatim as
he had dictated it, and was found to
contain many points of soand law, al-

though in the main incoherent.

To judge from the number of
empty houses in the city of Berlin,
that so-call- ed centre of thought and
activity is yearly offering fewer at-

tractions as a place of residence. In
1871 1,500 dwellings were vacant, in
1873 1,775, in 1875 8.320, in 1877
19,209 and in 1878 21,998. Since
then the city has apparently had a lit-

tle biiMawi boom, and there has been
a slight influx in population ; but still
over 15,000 houses want tenants.

Compressed peat in London, and in--

road lines, too, compressed peat has
for some time past been used, and with
entire satisfaction, the fact appearing,
from the engineer's report, that twenty--

one pounds of peat will raise steam
ior a mue ot transit, wnue tne num
ber of pounds of coal required to do
the same work is twenty-six- . Its cost
is less than one-ha- lf that of coal.

At a recent hird show iu Berlin.
Germanj, green canaries were exhib-
ited. Others were red, light brown
and gray. The variation of color
had been caused by the daily use of
cayenne pepper in their food. The
pepper was at first giveu iu small
quantities, and the birds appeared to
like It, bat the feathers soon fell, giv-

ing them a moulting appearance. In
a abort time new feathers of divers
colon sprouted. The variations were
ascribed to the different qualities of
tbe pepper and to the quantity giveu.
