same lerm of court. The defense set wp
wes inssnity, snd the facts relating to the
commission of the crime as ret forth in the
petition ssking for the pardon are as fol-
lows:
“The killing seemed to be the result of
s religious bsllucinstion of the mi:d.
Lynch was teachieg the d ctrine that bhe
could bring the dead to life, and Celia wae
oae of his proselytes to that dangerous be-
liefl. There was no conceslwent or denial
of the killing, bat they secomed to think
they were doing what they foolishly be-
lisved was their religious duty.” The pe-
titioners further svy : “We believe that the
young woman, Celia Tresce, wes under
the influence of Lynch’s pecaliar views,
and thet sbe participa‘ed in the crime be-
csuse obo belisved that he was appointed
by 8 higher power to do as he did.
