Juit before the noon adjournment
of the Criminal Csurt the grand jury
filed in and asked to make a repsrt
en one question and made a request
for information on another.

SPECIAL REPORT ON DRAMSHOPS.
To the Honorable Garrett S. Van
Wagener, Judge of St. Louis Criminal
Court:

Sir The grand jury now sitting de-

sire to submit a special report upon
one subject referred to them in yur
charge, to-w- it : The city dramshops.
We have taken a large amount of tes-

timony in regard to the relation of
thee institutions, both ts the expend-
itures and to the revenue of this city
The witnesses summoned were those
who by their actual and necessary iden-titicati- en

with these matters would
give us the most indisputable facts
and inteliisent opinions thereunto!
concerning, as far removed as poss-
ible from mere assumption or preju-
dice. The concurrence of all the
witnesses in the main features of the
testimony so taken has been equally
surprising and convincing. Jt would
be manifestly improper and would
serve no useful purpose to quote the
details of the testimony, but it has
been abundantly shown us by iacon-testib- le

proofs that

of this city cou es directly from the
saloons, as effect follows cause; that in
some cases the line of separation be-

tween the "proprietors of these estab-
lishments and the desperate charac-
ters who infest them is so faint as to be
almost unrecognized; that to them
as to their most congenial haunts come
the drones and leeches of society ; that
in many of them the hoodlum gangs
concoct schemes by which idle youths,
not yet criminals, are initiated "

Jto
the ways of vice ; that from some of
the worst sally forth on their maraud-
ing mission the midnight bummers
and burglars, who return in the small
hours of the night, often with their
booty, to the still open saloon, where
they find a certain welcome and no
inconsiderable measure of protection ;

that

the lower grade of these dens is mani-
fold greater than the revenue derived
from them in any shape, and this
apart from their immensely preponder-
ating contribution to the dire catalogue

f crime and misery with wkich the
social compact in St. Louis is burden-
ed and afflicted. This, too, in a city
whose real prosperity aid whose busi-
ness enterprises are taxed almost be-

yond endurance to provide a revenue
which is, in a large degree, rendered
st conspicuously insufficient by the
causes to which we have referred. The
members of the grand jury would be
unfaithful to their deliberate judg-
ment, to their oaths, and, with then-presen- t

light, to their duty as cjtizens.
if they did not at this time declare
thtir unbiased conviction that in this
city there 13 to-da- y no subject which so
immediately and imperatively demands
the earnest consideration and action of
the responsible, tax-payin- g communi-
ty, as does this one now under consid-
eration. To reduce to reasonable pro-
portions the enormous expenditure in-

volved in our complicated machinery
for the arrest and punishment of crimi-
nals, by simply i educing many of the
notorious birth places and agencies ef
crime, is surely only a measure of bus-
iness prudeuce. To provide at once
a most needful increase of revenue by
larger demands upon those sources of
revenue, which, with no oppression of
any lawful' interest, will most easily
bear them, is surely only a measure of
ordinary business sagacity. We there-
fore recommend for this city what is
elsewhere beneficially in operation and
known as

"HIGH LICENSE,"
and we indicate as suitable a minimum
city license fee ef ($1,000) on thorn-san- d

dollara for each liquor saloon and
ffive hundred dollars ($500) for
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each saloon where oily wine and beer
are sold, witk the abolition of all mi
nor fees and privileges.

We do not deem it important to ad-

duce arguments in favor of the forego-
ing recommendation. With any im-

partial endeavor to reach the whole
truth we beieve all right-thinkin- g

citizens will be convinced, as we are,
f the practical wisdom ef suck a

measure.
It is probable that under a high li-

cense law, properly enforced, ont-ha-lf

of the 1,800 saloons in the city would
disappear ; but enough would remain
to conveniently accommodate those of
our citizens who are bibultusly inclin-
ed. Most of

would be obliterated, and the respect-
ability of the saloon-keepe- rs obtaining
license would disclose a higher av-
erage.

The present revenue from the sa-

loons is about $200,000 per annum. It
is idle to speculate upon possibilities
under such a law as is proposed ; but
it is evident that, with effective high
license, as is recommended, the num-
ber of saloons now. running may be
reduced two-thir- ds and the city still
becure nearly- - or quite double the
amount of income that is at present
obtained from this source.

A further increase of revenue
might be gained undoubtedly by fix-

ing the minimum license as before
suggested, and then, under all the
restrictions that are requisite in any
case, offering the privilege to compe-
tition. If this is done the number
of saloous should be limit d

to two on a block, where the bloc!
contains a hotel of the first-clas- s, to
wit : A hotel accommodating at least
one hundred guests in separate rooms ,

to one on a block elsewhere.
It may not detract from the force of

our recommendations to say that some
of the most reputable saloon keepers
and a considerable number of liquor
dealers are themselves in favor of a
much higher license, and m some in-

stances put the figures ikey would be
glad to see adopted above those sug-
gested in this report.

As a result of our comprehensive
inquiry we also further recommend,
fir3', that petitions by the residents of
a block for the granting of any license
shall be made only on uniform blanks
furnished by the city ; that the date
of siti nature with his residence address
be affixed by each petitioner ; that to
this requirement be added in like form
the consent of a majoaity of the resi-

dents occupying the front of the block
opposite the location of the proposed
saloon ; that tke term "resident" be
limited to these who are householders
in the block at thf time of application
to the collector for license and who
have been such for three months next
preceding that date

2 That a 11 applications for license,
with the accompanying petition, be
referred to the police commissioners
for approval.

3. That licenses terminate at
fixed dates, the figures being printed
wih lame type in the license blanks,
such blanks to be of uwiform size, 'and
the proprietor required to post his li-

cense in a conspicuous place in his
saloon.

4. That all saloons be closed between
the hours of midnight and 5 o'clock
a. m.

5 That the penalty for the viola-
tion of any statutory or police regu-
lation concerning dramshops be for
each offence absolute forfeiture of the
license held by the offender.

6. That it be made the duty of the
police to close every saloon knew to be
running without a license, and to ar-
rest the proprietor or any employe
who is found thus unlawfully engaged
in the business.

7. fhat it be made the duty of the
Collector to enforce in all particulars
all laws and ordinances relating to
dramshops ; that he have power to
call to his aid any agencies provided
by the city for the arrest, prosecution
and punishment of malefactors ; that
his refusal or neglect to do thi3 when
his attention is directed to any viola-
tion of the law by any citizen or officer
should subject him to trial in the civil
courts malfeance in office, for the coss
of which trial, if conviction follows,
he shall be individually liable under
his bond, and also t a futher pen-
ally iu a fine of not less than $100 in
each case.

WE BELIEVE

(bat the recommendation we have
made, although pointing to somewhat
more rigorous enactnr jis for tfct reg-
ulation of dramshops than those now
in force, are not in advance ef the
prevailing opinion of thoughtful citi-
zens upo the subject. They may he
possibly ia advance of the readiness of
the community to press forward in the
use of more vigoreus'measures for the
much needed arrest of great and grow- -'

ing evils. We have merely sought te
cxkibit the most salient ' features of
this vital matter in the interest of a
true political economy.
