MISTAKES OP SMfoKEBS.

Cigars That Pass for Havana not
Made of the Real Abajo To-

bacco.

Brooklyn Eea2le.

Under the name of "Havna," a
tobacco which grows only in the Vuel-t- o

Abajo district, near the city of Hav-
ana, they purchase all kinds of tobac-
co that grow in Cuba, and Cubans
will tell you that some of it is the
worst in the wortd. Yara. which is a
fine grade of Cuba tobacco, if used 1

when fresh, is worked up as Havana,
but not to so great an extent as the
product of the Vuelto Arriba. There
is some of the last named whi ch has
a really fine flavor and taste, but the
leaf is much coarser than the Hava-
na leaf, and much of it is as coarse in
fiavar as in appearance. Still, what
flavor it has is, as a rule, far superior
to that af tobacco grown in the states,
and gives tone to the Connecticut or
state seed, with-- which it is commoulv
mixed to make the ordinary seed and
very little of it ever gets .into this
market.

A very common error among well-to-d- o

smokers is to suppose that be-

cause they buy an imported cigar
they must get a good one. Many of
the brands of imported goods which
hav e had their run here, such as the
Figara, Espanola, and the Partagr,
never were a fine grade o goods as
compared with oilier Cuban cigars,
and many of the imitations made here
and sold for the genuine by the mil-
lion were actually better than the or-Hava-na

cigar. Nowdays there is con-

siderable Sumatra, Jamaica and even
Mexican tobacco used here in the
8anct way, but probably the bulk of
the so-call- ed Havana mixture comes
from the Vuelto Arriba, as stated.
The real Havana, that from the Vuel-
to Abajo, is almost entirely absorbed
by the manufacturers of Cuba itself,
the prod cut of the bait plantations be-

ing in fact mortgaged far years in ad-
vance, just as used to be the case with
many cotton plantations in the South
before the war. It is safe to say that
iginals.

Some verey fine brands of cigars
are imported here from Cuba, but in
comparatively small quanitties, the
bulk of the best goods going to satis-
fy the esthetic demands of the royalty
and aristocracy of Europe. A famil-
iar example of this can be seen in the
Napoleones, a very large cigar, which
wis first made by a Cuban ,manufac-
turer for the late Emperor Napoleon,
and which cost a dollar apiece. Every
particle of their contents were select-
ed and handler and an extraordinary
price was paid for the workmanship,
and no uum being used to turn the
end with and keep it in place.
