business manager of that paper:

"I think I have made an utter failure in
managing th Gazette, but I think none the
less of myself n that account. I could no
more manage or utilize Major Edwards'
editorial work than you couid a Kansas
cyclone or hurricane. I think kighly of
Major Edwards personally, and would do
him a --kindness any time, and purpose to
be his friend in the future, so far as he is
individually concerned. I regard him as a
very brilliant writer, but his writing stops
at hrilliancy. It is beautiful and impos-
ing, but it is too much on the order of a
Fourth of July pyrotechnic display. It be-

wilders by its beauty and grandeur, and
dazzles the mind, but it is not impressive
leaves no strong impression. It is a pity
that the grand talent and power which
Major Edwards possesses cannot be enlisted
in the interests of humanity, civilization
and progress. If his power could be direct-
ed for the good of humanity, he would be
the greatest journalist in this country. As
it is, he is unfortunately and irredeemably
wedded to the lost cause, his confederate
brethren, and he has not a proper apprecia
tion of the laws of the countrv in which he
lives; and wrhat is more distressing, he can
not give up his friendship for the James
gang. He will insist, despite everv effort
that I have been able to make to the con-
trary, upon making the Gazette the apolo
gist and the organ of tLe James srang of
outlaws, and to use his own language, 'he
wishesjthat there were a regiment of Frank
James in this state.' I do not know how
this, appears to the public and my fellow
democrats, but it occurs to me that it is a
blight, a destruction the party must feel,
and m brief, no-lun- g short of a calamity,
not only to the party in .Northwest Mis- -

aouri, but the city of St. Joseph a matter
m my judgment, 01 so serious a nature as
should rouse the indiguation of the people
to such a pitch that thev would meet and
announce that such declarations are. not
the sentiments of this people.

McFadden's Misfortune.
Mr. John McFadden, the superintendent

TWO WONDERFUL YARNS.

A Well-Dig-er Who Was Thirty- -

Six Hours Under the Earth
The Alligator Children.

"l never ten improbable varus," re
marked one of them as a company of them
sat around the door of the state library yes-
terday. "I dcn7t mind telling vou a mar
velous story, however, as I got it from the
lips of the principal actor. I would not
risk my reputation on the story if I were
not sure that every word of it is as true as
the gospel."

The crowd agreed to believe the story,
and the speaker went on.

'The story is a short one, and was told
to me be an old negro who is now, I think,
the most noted well-digg- er in the neighbor-
hood of Albany. He said that one day he
was engaged in digging a well, and had
gone down some distance when he felt the
earth give way, and suddenly he was burled
down into the bowels of the earth, alight-
ing in one of the subterranean streams for
which that locality is noted. To use his
own expression, 'the bottom had dropped
out.' The stream was of considerable size
and he was borne along the channel into
the darkness that enveloped everything.
For thirty-si- x hours he remained in his
terrible underground prison without light
or food, sometimes swimming, sometimes
wading, but always going down with the
curreut. At last, at the expiration of thir-
ty six hours, he floated out on the placid
bosom of the Flint river and swam ashore
and returned to his friends."

The oian paused long enough for the
crowd to see that the end of his story had
been reached, and then another member of
the company said :

"I happen to know that the story I am
about to relate is true. It was told to me
by a painter who used to stay at Boshe's,
but who is now out of town. He gave me
his most solemn oath that the story was
true, and said he had.seen the strange ob-

ject of which I am to tell you. He said
that he was in Upson countv. and that
while he was there he was engaged to do
some work for a farmer. He had heard
that the farmer had three children who
were half alligator, and he had great- a i m i josuv to see mem. JLne iarmer was verv
careful not o let strangers see them, how
ever, and it was a rare thing for any one to
see the children. He saw them, however,
while he was engaged at work on the place
There were three of them. The oldest was
a boy of 19, and the other two
were girls aged respectively 17 and
15. They were half alligator and
were kept in a pen of water. They were
the most horrible looking objects, he said,
that he had ever seen. He asked the farm
er for the solution of the matter, and he
said that before any of them were born he
had gone into a swamp and had killed an
alligator and dragged it to the house and
had left it at the side of the door. He then
called his wife to come to the door which
she did. Her attention was not called to
the monster and as she stepped from the
door oi the house her foot came on the alii
gator, one was so horrified that she faint
ed and was for some time in a dangerous
condition. Subsequently when her children
were born they were deformed in the way I
have described.
