JOB KOBINSON'S DEATH.

The Coroners Jury Say It Was the
Result; ot an Accident.

The verdict of the coroner's jury em
panel.--d to investigate the cause of the
death of Jose h Robinson, the young man
who was killed dnring the progrtss of a
charivari at the residence of a newly mar-
ried man named J. W. Rice, about thir-
teen milts west of this city on Christmas
night last, was mde public in this city
yesterday. The jury ticds that the fatel
shot was fired by William Eno3, a youcg
farmer about 21 years ot aee, who resides
in the neighborhood in which the tragedy
occurred, and that it was purely the Jesuit
of an accident. From the testimony pro-
duced at the inquest which was held on
Saturday last by a justice of the peace of
Elk Fork township, it was framed hit the
gun w?s only loaded with powder and
tamped with p iper. The charge tuok ef
feet in the young inan'b side breaking three
rib3 and driving thtni into his lungs, thus
causing instant death.

Mr. En us says he does not know whether
he tired the shot himself, or whether it
ws fired by some olmr member of the
party, as every body was more or less ex-
cited, and shooting around carelessly.
He will not be prosecuted, as the victim's
friends are of the opinion that if Mr.
Enos did do the shooting that it was don
accidentally, as bjth of the young men
were on the best of terms
