LAMONTE’S ACCIDENT.

The Identity of the Dead Man
Not Revea ed.

He was Killed by West Bound
Freight No. C9.

No One to Blame for His Untimely
End but Himself.

Mention was mede in Thursdzy’s Eazoo
of the kill ng of an usknowa man by the
cars rear Lawonte on Wednesday night.
The particulars as given at the time were
meagre acd incorrect, #s is proven bv the
following evidence takea before Coromer
Overstreet at an inquest held on the body
at Lamonte yesterday :

J. M. Buckley, engineer of west bound
freight trein No. 39, with engine No. 814,
was first celled, and testified as follows :

Dr. Gardoer, a dentist, said : Last Wed-
nesday morning 1 was on the train be-
tween Dresdea and Lamonte. 1 d:d not
see deceased until the engineer called for
brakes. 1 looked out of the window on the
porih side of the train and saw a8 msn sit-
iing on a tie ahead of the engive. He
looked as if he was

the engine s ruck him be locked as if be
was in a stooping porition with both hands
oo the rail, acd his face turned towsrd the
engine.

He lived probsbly ten minutes after the
train struck bim. It was quite a distance
from the man when the engineer called for
hrakes. The train was runming slow when
the engive struck deceased.

Mr. Vaughn, a farmer, testified :
