BIG FIRE IN A COLLIERY.

Flames Sweep Through The
Reading Company’s Mine
—No Lives Lest.

Pottsvilla, Pa., July 14—Utto, one of
the best collieries of the Philadelphia and
Reading Compsny, located at Branchdale
seven miles west of Pottsville,is on fire and
is probably doomed to destruction, entail-
ing a loss to the company approximating
$100,000. The fire was discovered about
9 o’clock Tuesdsy night bya pump-boy
named Fergurson, who wasat the time
alone in the mines. He had come out of
Holmes vein slope for a bottle of water,
and returning found the timbering afire.
It had, itis believed, ignited from the
steam-pipes which worked the inside
pumps. Young Fergurson pulled the bell-
rope at once and was hoisted out of dan-

ger.

The colliery whistle sounded an alarm
throsgh the patch and across the hills to
the miners. In an heur hundreds of peo-
ple were at the Jscene. An effort was first
made to smother the fire with steam, but
before morning the flames were leaping
thirty feet above the mouth of the slope.
the neighboring stream was damned and »
fire steamer was brought from Minersville.
Twelve hundred feet of hose were required
to reach the mouth of the slope. Another
stream was diverted and coal dirt was
washed into the airway to cut off the fire
from the primrose and mammoth veins.
If this has not succeeded the colliery is
doomed. What success the scheme has
produced may not be known for weeks.

Smoke still issues from the pit, indicat-
ing the continued presence of fire. The
breaker was endangered and sparks from
the steamer set the powder-house afire.
The most intense excitement prevailed all
day. All the mule superintendents of the
district were called in consultation. Six-
teen mules were suffocated.

The mine shipped 100 cars a day. It
employed 300 men and boys. Theé will be
idle six months at least. General Superin-
tendant Whiting says to-day he thinks the
fire is extinguished.

|INDIANS ON THE WARPATH.

A Little Serimmage in South St.
Louis not Down on
The Bills.

St. Louis, Mo.,, July 11.—Abeut two
weeks ago a band of six Kickapoo Indians
ap in South St. Loais and plied 2
brisk trade selling moccasios and other in-
dian wares. They had a camp on the
bank of the river Des Peres just outside
the southern limits of the town. July 4,
one c¢f them atjempted to whip a white boy
who was pestering and plaguing hiw,when
John Rose, a rolling mill hand, interfered
and gave the Indian a threshing.

At six o'clock yeeterday evening the In-
disn and a companion met Rose on the
street near the Star of the West hotel and
made at him with kpives. Rose pulled a
revolver and shot one of them through the
body. The other hastened to camp and
brought the rest of the Indians into town
armed with Winchester rifles.

Rose and two or three of his friends
went into & second story window of the
hotel and when the Indians approached
near enough opened fire on them with re-
volvers and brought two of them to the
ground severely wounded.

A REGULAR INDIAN BATTLE.

The remainder of the Indians then be-
gan shooting promiscously into the hotel
and surrounding house. Great alarm
seized the people in the vicinity and al-
most immediately hundreds of them were
fleeing from their houses, running to the
hillsides near by and taking sheiter
whercver they could. A few moments later
a number of citizens armed them.
selves, and with the aid of the police
drove the Indians to their camp, but they
would not surrender. Grey Eagle and an-
other stalwart buck marched up and down
before their tent and with their six-shoot-
ers held the crowd at bay. The Indians
had carried two of their wounded to camp
and they being so seriously hurt the others
finally sent for or permitted a doctor 10
enter the tent The whole party then sur-
rendered and the wounded were sent to the
hospital and Grey Eagle, Black Hawk and
Moon Head were locked u

During the melee the ﬁldians fired a
oumber of shots, but luckily did not hit
anybody, and the excitement, which was
intense for a t:me, gradually subsided.

The wounded Indians are Pawnee Tom,
Indian Charley and Little Chief, two of
whom will probably die. Rose, it is said,
gave himself up to the police.

ON THE GALLOWS.

Execution of a Colored Murderer
in Richmond County, N. (.

Raleigh, N. C,, July :3.—The night of
April last, William McNeill, a young
negro man, stepped out into his yard in
Richmond County. His wife stood in the
doorway. lo an instant there was a flash
and rt, and McNeill fell dead before
his wile’s eyes. She went to him and
found that the tep of his skull was blown
off and twenty buckshot were in his body.
The next day inquiry was made. While
this was in progress, Sarah Martin, a negro
woman, informed a sherifi’s deputy that
her husband, Archibald Martin had killed
McNeill, or at least that he had =0 in-
formed her.

Martin was at once arrested. He made
his escape fromn the officers, and was fired
at five times, but every shot missed. A
few hours later he was recaptured and
lodged in jail at Rockingham. He was
tried May 27, and in & few mioutes a ver-
dict of guilty was rendered. There was
praclically no defense. Martin loudly
asserted his innocence of the crime. The
jury which convicted him was composed
almost entirely of n Public feelin
on the part of the colored people ran hi
inst him. He was sentenced to ie
hanged to-day. He made no effort to se-
cure a new trial, and made no sppeal.

Soon after he was sentemced he was in
high spiritsloundly rrotes!in his innocence
and spcke with coolness of his approach-
ing fate. A few days ago his demeanor
changed. He kept i?i‘s bed for days, be-
came morose finally, broke down Sun-
day and made a full confession. He said
he crept up to McNeill’s house and fired at
him, at 30 feet distance, and that jealousy
was the cause of the crime. He acknowl-
edged that hanging was the proper punish-
ment. The people made attempts to have
a public execution, but the county author-
ities ordered it to be private. An enclos-
ure was built 200 y from the jail. At
d:{liil‘lt people gathered, and by 11
o’clock, when Martin was taken fron the
jail to the gallows, 2000 people were
around the enclosure. Only seventy-five
were admitted, including the guards. Mar-
tin made a long speech. He confessed his
crime freely, and said the dead man’s
spirit visited him in jail and urged him to
speak the truth and reveal his guilt.

At 11:30 the drop fell. Martin's neck
was brokem and 1o thirteen minutes he
was ‘ronounced dead. He was buried
this aiternoon in the colored cemetery.

It was
in the last year of his course at Yale. The
girl seemed tobe completely infatuated
with him. Unner the cloak of a proposed
marriage he got the girl’s parent’s permis-
sion to call on her regularly. Miss Co-
burn’s parents, it is stated, opposed the
the murriaf. but as the young woman was
set upon having her own way she paid
but little heed to their admonitions, and,
slipping out of the house one night un-
known to anybody, she joined her lover
and they took the steamer to New York,
where he married her at a church in
Brooklyn, unknown to his parents.

A DESERTED BRIDE.

He took her, after thtv;mmiage, to the
town of Ellington, in Windham county,
where he purchased a home for her. He
paid frequent visits to her at firat, but
after a while they became less frequent,
and he finally ceased to come altogether.
