STATE BAR ASSOCIATION.

An Interesting Letter From Ex-

celsior Springs Sedalians
referred to Matters

of Interest.

Excelsior Springs, Mo., June 26 '90.
The State Bar Association which

met here in its ninth annual session
on the 24tb, and adjourned this morn-

ing, had the slimmest attendance of
any during recent years. This was
accounted for by the officers of the
association as being because former
experiences in small and incommodi-
ous hotels had led the great mas3 of
the members to prefer staying at home
to encumbering the unusual heat in
crowded quarters. Had they known
of the splendid accommodations here,
where 500 guests can be entertained
at one time in as much comfort as
at the best hotels in St. Louis,
the gathering would have been much
larger. But, failure as it was in point
of members, only about seventy mem-
bers being present, it was an exceed
ingly important meeting so far as the
obiects of the association
are conceraed. A very important
step was the appointment of a com
mittee consisting: of Edwin Silver, of
Jefferson chairman; R. H.
Kern, of St. Louis; E. P. Gates, of
Kansas City; d. J. Russell and An-
drew Ellison, to prepare data and ar-

guments to circulate 8mong the peo-
ple urging them to vote next Novem-
ber in favor of the constitutional
amendment to increase the members
of of the supreme court judges, and to
divide the court into two branches,
one to take care of the criminal ap-

peals, and the other and more numer-
ous body to attend to the civil case3.
The court is now over six hundred
cases behind on its docket and the ar-
rearage is increasing weekly. With
the increased membership it is calcu-
lated that the court could "cat.h up"
in three or four ye.irs.

A most remarkable address was de-
livered by Col. James ,0. Broadhead,
during the meeting, attacking the de-

cision of the United States supreme
court in the Iowa "original package"
case, which he contended was un-
constitutional and a daDgerous inva-
sion of the reserved police powers of
the states and one that was fraught
with the greatest danger to the
of our free fcrm of government. Very
valuable papers were, also, read by
Hon. B. G Boone, of Clinton, on
'constitutional guarantees' and by Hon
C. C. Aller, of St. Louis, on the ex-
isting special jury Jaw, to which he is
strenuously opposed. Last evening
the members sat down to an elegant
banquet at the Elms, at which they
were accompanied and cheered by
the presence of a large number of
ladies who were gallantly invited to join
in the festivities. This is quite a new
departure for the Bar association and

'shows that even lawyers, beincr at
least partly human, are not utterly
irredemable.

Among the most popular of the
guests here is Mr. R. T. Gentry, of
Sedalia. He has been at the springs
ever since the St. Joseph convention
and proposes remaining some weeks
longer, during which he will be joined
by his sisters, Mrs. bheiton, of St.
Louis, and Mrs. Duke, of Kansas
