Frisco System Reports Great
Increase In Freight Business
Acccording to the statements of

Frisco officials at the general of-

fices in Springfield, the road is at
present handling an unprecedented
amount of freight. While this is
ordinarily the busy season of the
year for the railroads the increase
in freight tonnage on the Frisco is

said to be far in excess of the in-

crease that might be looked for at
this time of the year under normal
conditions.
