the death of T. L. Collacott, en-

gineer of the freight and injury
to Eagineer .las. Dwyer and two
or three passengers.

Collacott s chest and right foot
were crushed and lie was badly
bruised and scalded about the
liead and face.

The engineer and ii reman of
the passenger stuck to their post
until just before the engines
crashed together, then they
jumped. Engineer Dwyer was
considerably injured by the fall.

When Collacott saw that the
approaching train would crash
into his engine he called to his
lireman to jump and he himself
attempted to rush from his cab
but was caught in the entrance
and pinioned in such a manner
that escape was impossible and
it was necessary to use axes and
crowbars to release him. As
soon as he was released he was
started to the Frisco hospital at
ISpringiield, but died enroute.

The two engines were badly
smashed, an empty passenger
coach was throw'i n top of the
passenger engine, while a coal
cir run under the freight tender
and caught the engineer as he
was leaving his cab.

Mr. Collacott had been a resi-
dent of Monet t for many years,
and leaves a widow and one son.
The body was brought back to
Monett today. The deceased had
many friends in Monett who are
deeply grieved at his sudden tak-
ing away.
