Washington. Dec, Dec. 19. Sec-

retary Wilson has quarantined
cattle from Ripley County and por-

tions of Oregon, McDonald and
Newton counties, Missouri, because
of an epidemic of splenetic fever
which has been detected in a wide-

spread area. It is found that the
the diseaseexists in Clifornia, Okla-

homa, Texas,- - Missouri, Arkansas,
Louisiana, Mississippi, Tennessee,
Alabama, Virginia, North Carlolina
South Carolina, Georgia and Flor-

ida .

During the continuance of the
quarantine as herein established
no cattle of the quarantine area of

the State (except those portions
from which cattle may be moved up
on inspection) shall Le moved or al-

lowed to move to any portion of the
quarantined area ot another State
trom which, under the specific pre-

visions of this rule, cattle are al-

lowed to be shipped for purposes
other than immediate slaughter up-

on inspection and certification by
an inspector of the Bureau ct
Animal Industry,
