PREVENTIVE MEDICINE.

Typhoid Fever.
Typhoid fever is an infectious

disease caused by the typhoid
bacillus whic h, entering the
body in food stuff, passes
through the stomach into the in-

testines. Here it grows and,
when an opportunity presents
itself, passes through the intesti-
nal wall into the blood stream
by which it is carried to all parts
of the body. la this way, the
entire body of the typhoid
patient is teeming with typhoid
germs. All of the excreta, such
as saliva, vomitus, urine, and
feces contain typhoid germs.

This infected excreta is the
means for carrying the typhoid
germs from the patient to the
outside world. In the excreta
the typhoid germs live from a
few days to several months.
Freezing retards their growth
but does not kill them. S u

kills the germ only when
the germs are directly exposed
to the light. In the Jdried ex-

creta, germs may live for from
one to two months. Owing to
the resistence of germs in ex-

creta to cold and dryness, the
excreta becomes a menace to the
family of the patient, to the
neighbors, and to the community.
