REFUSES DEMURRER

Judge McNatt denied the de
murrer asked for by attorneys
for Judge Montgomery, E. B
Holm an and J. H. Otterman in

the suit to recover the $1,500
which is alleged o have been il
legally appropriated for the plans
and specifications for a new court
house drawn by C. E. Hair & Co.,
of Oklahoma City.

The overruling of this demur
rer is holding by the court that if
the facts are true as alleged in
the petition the county has a
right to recover the money and
that the defendants are individu
ally responsible.

Another important question
settled in the decision refusing
the demurrer is that the court
had no legal right to be in session
December 31, when Mr. Otter-ma- n

was employed as superin

Which Moved From Gulf
Of Mexico Northeast Of

Greav Lakes Region.

Chicago. March 21. More

than sixty persons are reported
killed and hundreds injured,
some mortally, by a storm of
tornado intensity which raged
over central, western, southern
and parts of eastern states
yesterday. Property damage
will run far into the millions.

Definite information has been
received accounting for at least
forty persons dead, with the re-

ports from points temporarily
cut off from communication
hourly adding to the list. (.

, Reports fr.om Alabama show
the loss of life was heaviest in
that state, the number of dead
being already definitely placed
at twenty eight with additional
fatalities reported,, but not con-

firmed.
The town of Lower Peach Tree

practically was wiped out.
Two are dead in Indiana, two

in Tennessee, three in Ohio; two

in New York, one in Michigan,
andone in Louisiana, Accompany-
ing the death list are lists of ,

in-

jured totaling more than '100,
with additions coming in at brief
intervals.

Coming out of the southwest
early Friday morning, the storm
swept with startling suddenness
diagonally across the country
from Northern Texas to Western
Pennsylvania and New York, bi-

secting the Mississippi valley

and moving northeastward across
the Ohio and into the Great
Lake region.

The wind which wiped out so
much property and cost so many
lives attained a record velocity at
some points. At Detroit it reach-
ed 88 miles an hour, a new high
record in that city; 84 miles at
Toledo, 87 miles at Buffalo, 64 at
at Memphis and 75 at Louisville.
