CISTERN FILTERS DO NOT REMOVE

GERMS

Cisterns that are properly
constructed and receive rain
water from roofs generally af-

ford water of good sanitary
quality, but if water of doubtful
quality is stored in cisterns the
supply is of course not safe for
domestic use. Filters used in
connection with cisterns are of
value in making the water clear
but are generally of no value in
removing disease germs. Many
cisterns are divided into two
parts by a brick wall, the water
being admitted into one compart-
ment and drawn from the other.
In such cisterns the water passes
through the brick and in that
way is improved in clearness and
color, but not generally in sani-

tary quality. (U. S. Geological
Survey.

BUTTERMILK A GREAT SUMMER

DRINK

The health value of buttermilk,
which has been put on the list of
light refreshments at the House
of Commons at the request of two
members, was described by a
London physician who is an au-

thority on diet.
"Buttermilk is a beverage

which deserves every encourage-
ment, especially as a hot weather
drink. Most of the fatty ele-

ments are removed in the process
of making butter, but a number
of other valuable nutritive qual-

ities are left. These become even
more valuable when the butter-
milk is taken with other foods.
Thus buttermilk contains a cer-

tain amount of casein which will
enable one to make a most satis-
fying meal off a glass of butter
milk plus a very small amount of
meat and potatoes. ...

"It also has an excess of lactic
bacteria, the foes of nearly all the
harmful germs in our digestive
systems, which give it a slightly
laxative property. It has a de-

cided acid flavor which makes it
a thirst quencher. As the fats
have been extracted during the
butter making process it has
practically no body heating pro
perties. The casein is valuable
because it supplies the repair
elements needed to replace the
wear and tear of muscular tis-

sue." London Mail.
