The bill now before the state legis-
lature dealing with the elections in
the cities, just as mportant to the
other people in Missouri as it iz to
the ones living in  the three large
cities, because a dshonest election
anywhere in the state vitally affects
the whole commonwealth,

The present legislature has an op-
portunity to place  on the statute
books a bill that will put the bosses
out of bhusiness and insure an honest
expresson of the people. The cities
are the places where the greatest
frauds are perpetrated. The people in
the eountry precinets would not stand
for a minute for such wholesale thiey-
ery. As a result the cities have he-
come the working places of the bosg-
o5, and there they get in their work
practically unmolested.

Its aim is to insure hon-
est elections and il it has any weak
points they can be strengthened, but
