Rationing System Presented by the
President and Mr. Hoover to

Create Larger Export
Service.

The American people are now on
a war bread diet as a part of a war
rationing system prescribed by Pres-
ident Wilson and Herbert Hoover,
food administrator.

Following is a list of regulations
to be observed, beginning January
28th.

"A baker's bread of mixed flours,

"Sale by retailers to householders
of an equal amount of substitute
flours for every pound of wheat flour
purchased at the time the wheat flour
is bought.

"Sale by millers to wholesalers and
wholesalers to retailers of only 70
per cent of the amount of wheat flour
sold last year.

"Two wheatless days a week Mon-

day and Wedneesday and one wheat- -

"One meatless day a week Tues- -
day, and one meatless meal a day

Two porkless days a week, Tuesday
and Saturday.
