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ROBBERY A DURNIL'S
NEODESHA STORE.

Goods te the Amount of $5,000 Stolen
from the Ladies Ready-to-Wear
Department in Kansas Store.

Neodesha, Kansas, Sept. 25.—Rob-
bers entered the Dumnil Store some-
time during the early hours this
morning and stole ladies coats, suits
and dresses which will aggrerate
probably” $5,000.

The store was entered through the
side door on First street, a ;u'nmia in
the form of a spring from an” automo-
bile being left as the evidence of the
manner in which entrance had been
effected. The spring had been used in
prying epen the door and breaking the
lock, after which the spring was
placed between the dodrs and the big
heavy plank which bolted the two
doors was released.

The robbers made a cleaning of
most of the garments which had been
shown at the style show last night, as
these had been left altogether on
hangers in the rear of the store and
included a total of nearly 50 garments
of various kinds, Not satisfied.with
this the robbers went to the front 6f
the store and took =everal additional
coats and some 70 or 756 of the finest
dresses. P

No attempt was made to bother
anything else in the store aside from
the women's ready-to-wear of the
lightést grades, Had the robbers
chosen to select the heavier plush and
fur coats, the loss would probably
have been double what it is.

The theft was discovered this morn-
ing when Manager Smart opened the
store, and the fact that two coat han-
gers were found on the sidewalk near
the enfrance, leads to the 'belief that
the goods were hauled away in & ecar
which had been driven up to the eurb-
ing at the store door on Fifth street
The “jimmis” which had been uséd
in offecting an entrance was left stand
ing against the brick wall just outside
the door.

While most of the goods taken were
in the millinery depot'tment where
they had baen left Tollowing: the 'ttyh
show last night, the robbers did not
molest the hats, apparently having no
desire for feminine headwear, since
the goods taken were standard malke
and can only be disposed of through
some merchant acting as a “fence” for
the thieves.

As most of the garménts were on
hangers the supposition of the auth
orities is that these will be thrown
away and Sheriff Brewster requesis
that farmers or persons living on
the roads leading out of Neodeshn,
should they find any of these hang-
ers, please notify Marshal Sopher or
the Durnil store.

Jack . Reinbold, rveturning from
Independence at 1:30 this morming
saw a five-passenger car and thres
men standing near the rear door of
the Durnil store. Two of the men
were out of the car, one of them
standing near the rear door. The
car was headed south and the lights
were out.

Mr. Durnil has offered a reward
$500.00 for the apprehension of the
thieves and the recovery of the goods.
