ROBStD BY AMATEURS

Robbers Use Nitro-Glyceri- n to Blow
Vault of Vernon County

Institution.

Springfield, Jan. 24. The state
bank of Stotesbury, northwest of
Nevada, was robbed at 3 o'clock
yesterday morning, the thieves es- -

bonds. The robbers gained entrance
to the bank .building through a rear
window and with nitro-glyeer- in blew
an opening in the wall of the vault,
but after gaining entrance the men
were unable to open the safe where
the silver, currency a,nd safety de-

posit boxes were kept.
Stotesbury. offiicials are of the opin-

ion that at least two men staged the
robbery and that after obtaining the
bonds they escaped in an automobile
Owing to the fact that the robbery
was not discovered until 9 o'clock
yesterday morning, when Cashier Ed
Strait opened the building, No posse
was organized to search for the fugi-

tives.
Stolen Railroad Tools.

The tools and nitro-glycer- in used in
effecting the robbery were stolen from
a tool house of the Kansas Citv
Southern railroad company.

The officers who investigated the
case said that steveral persons living
in the vicinity of the bank heard the
explosion, but paid no attention to it
and did not give the alarm.

There were several features about
fthe robbery which already showed
ithat it was staged by amateurs. In-

stead of using the nitro-glycer- in to
blow open the vault door the men
placed the shot in the wall of the
vault. Tho door, however, showed
signs of having been tampered with,
and it is thought that the thieves at-

tempted to use "soup" on the vault,
but not understanding the art of soap-

ing, the crevices were forced to place
the shot in the wall. The second
point, which according to the officers,
shows that the robbers wei-- e not pro-

fessional "cracksmen." was the fact
that after gaining entrance to the
vault they were unable to force the
safe. o

consideration that the work was ' so
seriously interferrcd with last year,
und has given me authority to make
the final examination questions, and
to give the examination to those that
are deserving to take it."

"This will be done, and the exam-- ,

ination wiill be held at Cassvilje,
April the 10th, 1920 at the public
school building, beginning at 8:30 a.
m. This is the only examination
that will be held this year for the"
eighth grade graudation. If you are
planning to take the eighth grade ex-

amination, remember this date and
not ask for an examination at any
be present with pencil and paper.

and take the examination anyway.
Last year there were some all through
the' summer asking to be permitted
to take the examination for an eighth
grade diploma.
