W. L. Vandeventer, prosecuting at-

torney of Ozark county and representati-

ve-elect, presided over the meet-

ing and J, J. Manlove, of Joplin, sec-

retary of the Ozark Plsyjrround as-

sociation, served as secretary.

Daylight Bandits Secure Funds, Lock

Officials in Vault and Escape in
. Marmon Car. ,

Two unmasked bandits held up the
cashier and bookkeeper in the Bank
of Seligman at 10:30 o'clock Monday

morning and escaped with $1,232.25

of the bank's money. Most of the
money was in currency, $405 being in

gold.
The bandits were accompanied by a

third man who remained in a large
Marmon touring car in front of the
battk. After robbing the bank the
men got in the car and drove out of
town over the Seligman-Eurek- a

Springs highway. Eight miles out of
town thev set fire to the car, ran it
over an embankment and made their
escape in the hills.

Walter Stapleton, cashier and

Lawrence Tatman, bookkeeper, were
in the bank when the two bandits ap-

peared. O.ne of the men held up the
two bank officials and demanded
monev and Liberty Bonds. Stapleton
told them their Liberty Bonds were in
Springfield. He was forced at the
point of a revolver to open the safe
where the gold was kept. Other
money was also taken. S. W. Frost, a
customer of the bank, came in while

the robbers were at work and. he was
forced to stand against the wall with
his hands up.

After the money had been taken the
three men were locked in the vau't
while the robbers made their escape.
Mr. Stapleton was able to work the
combination from inside the vault and
the prisoners were able to get out
in a few minutes.

The motor car was examined after
it burned and it was found that the
numbers had been chiseled off and
there were no license tags on the
machine.
