Naples, Aug. 2—Enrico Caruso
world famous tenor, died here today.

The condition of the singer, which
has been considered satisfactory until
vecently, became grave yesterday, per-

itonitis developing, and another oper- |

ation being considered necessary,

From the beginning of his relapse
however there was serious concern
over the outcome and last night his
life was despaived of. During the
aniight the econdition of the patient
grew worse steadily and the career
- of the great artist came to an end
with his death at an early hour this
morning.

Caruso’s earnings, like his fame,
surpassed those of other singers, His
annual income ranged around a half
million dollars, it was sajd today at
- ‘the Metropolitan opera house.

Caruso’s illmess first began during
kgt Christmas week when he suffer-
-ed an attack of pleurisy and was con-
“fined to his suite in the Hote! Vander-
bilt. His condition growing worse,
the singer a few days later underwent
an operation ‘to relieve him of an ac-
cumulation of pus in the pleural cav-
ity, exudate having collected between
the pleura and the lungs themselves.
Tt wa® deemed advisable to operate
again for a secondary abcess,

After these operations Caruso con-
tinuved in a serious condition for more
than a week and was hovering be-
tween and life and death.

Early in February there was an-
other sudden turn for the worse aud
he suffered an attack of heart fail-
ure. Hisz friends were caled to his
bedside and two priests visited him
and one administered extreme unc-
tion, the belief being the singer was
- near death.
