When he
became manager for an association
of growers' local associations, he
found the strawberry business purely
on & consignment basis, Growers
were organized to ship only and up-
on receipt of their fruit at market it
brought the purchaser’s price.

and is improving each year, it is the
belief of many students of conditions
that perfection will not be materially
approached until all berries are mark-
eted through one central association.
