The Empire District Electric com-

pany has been granted a preliminary
permit by the federal power commis-

sion to erect a dam at Table Rock at
a cost of approximately $45,000,000.

The project is kriown as Project No.
824 and work under the terms of the
recent grant will probably begin in
the near future. The preliminary
permit authorizes the Empire com-

pany to proceed with the work pro-

vided the plans-an- specifications as
submitted to the federal commission
are carried out. Later a permanent
permit' may be obtained by the com- -

pany upon making proper application
to the commission,

The proposed dam at Table Rockj
will be 175 feet high with a span of
1,600 feet. This dam will back White
river up to Beaver, Ark., and James
river to a. point near Galena. Lakes
approximately 80 miles in length will
be formed both on the James and
White Rivers, giving a total shore!
line of about 500 miles. Table Rock,
which is to be the site of the new
dam, is located on White river about)
five miles southwest of Branson and
Hollister.

In addition tothe two large lakes,
several creeks such as - Indian creek
and Jake's creek will be filled wlthj
back water for at least a portion' of
the time. However, since the lake!
formed by the damat Table Rock is
to serve ais a reservoir "for Lake
Taneycomo, the shore line of the new
lake will be permanent. During 4he
flood season, in the fall and spring,
the various creeks joining James and
White rivers will' be filled with back(
water, but during the summer months;
when Lake Taneycomo Is in need of
water from the reservoir to keep the

' water of the latter body at a fixed
, level, the supply will be taken from
the lake formed by the dam at .Table

The new dam will be 175 feet in'
height and the upper 75 feet of water'
will be used as a reserve supply for
Lake Taneycomo, according to the'
present plan. This will tend to keep
Lake Taneycomo at the same level
throughout the year and also keep it
more or less free from sediment, silt
and driftwood , which now collects
alongHhe shores during the spring
freshets. Both Branson and Hollister
will prosper by the" erection of the new
dam and Lake Taneycomo will be as-

sured of a permanent level and un-

changing shore line.
The new dam will generate ap-

proximately 60,000 horsepower and
will serve as an auxiliary to the
.70,000 horse power plant at Riverton,
which is also owned ana operated by
the Empire company. A direct trans-
mission line will probably be strung
from the dam at Table Rock to
Aurora, where it will connect with
the high tension lines from the River- -
ton dam. '"
