The democratic party has been in omplet

In their
struggle to establish and maintain liberal and
free Institutions for the government, oui
hearty sympathy, and we assure them thai
the conduct of the present administration in
its endeavors to force upon them by hostile
menace a corrupt and mon
archy, does not meet with tbe approval of the
American people.

We declare that the interests of all the peo-
ple demand that every dollar, paper or coin, is-

sued by the government shall be as good a
any other dollar.

We favor the largest possible coinage of sil-
ver that is consistent with the permanent
maintenance of equal purchasing and debt-payin- g

power of all dollars in circulation.
We do not want monometallism of either gol!

or silver, anil we pledge ourselves to continue
to work for bimetallism, to be brought about
by all means within the power of the govern
ment.

The republican party, ever mindful of tbo
patriotic services and sacrifices of the veteran
soldiers of the republic, reaffirms its positiou
In favor of liberality to the nation's defenders.
We favor tho granting of pensions to all honor
ably discharged Cnlon soldiers and sailors
whose disabilities or necessities justly entitle
them thereto.!

And we unqualifiedly condemn the illegal ac-

tion of the pension department of the party in
power.

domestic household in that it provides
protection for the people of our coun
try just as certain devices protect the
members of a household. A house is
protected from burglars, for instance,
by burglar alarms the'country is pro-
tected from the invasions of other coun-
tries by forts and posts along its coasts
and borders, and these are called coast
defenses. Houses are again protected
from evil enemies by the police our
people are protected from evil enemies
by an army and navy. The domestic
household maintains freedom from an
unjust competition in various lines of
usefulness by means of certain fixed
rules of domestic economy, which may
not be transgressed without undesira-
ble results the national household af-
fords protection to its people in their
various interests by means of judicious
political economy, and if peace and
prosperity are to be maintained
throughout the land, this law must lc
lived up to as in domestic economy.
Thus we might draw a parallel which
would read thus:

Political economy is to a government
what domestic economy is to the house-
hold. Domestic economy regulates the
disposing to the lest advantage of the
income of the home. Political economy
regulates the disposing and developing
to the best advantage of the resources
of a country for its people.

In the domestic household we find
that the first thing to be considered is
the income. In our government house-
hold the same question presents itself.
In the former household, any ability or
strength possessed by the family that
may be turned into money is considered
as a source of income: therefore, we
may consider the brain of the business
men, the brawn and strength of the
farmer, the housekeeping ability of
the women in the house, as the inco-

me-producing power in the domestic
household.

In the government household the
sources of national income are: Custom
duties, internal revenue, public lands
and miscellaneous sources. Custom
duties are the chief source and there-
fore come first. Internal revenue
means the money or revenue collected
from taxes placed by the government
upon liquor and tobacco and forms a
secondary source: public lands means
the money that is to tha govern-
ment by purchasers for the land owned
by the government: miscellaneous
sources m:iv be said to include court
fees, patent fees, etc.

Now that we have the sources of in-

come specified, we next look to see just
how much money or revenue may be
expected as an income. 1 have pur-
posely neglected to show how customs
duties are raised, before considering
that the chief source it is entitled to the
lengthiest consideration. It is the
question of custom duties that is caus-
ing the unsettled state of affairs
throughout the country now: it is this
question that always has the greatest
attention from our legislators: it is
custom duties upon which is based one
of the leading issues in national anil
local political campaigns ami, finally,
it is custom duties that regulate the
prosperity of the country.

There are two sorts of duties that
are known as specific and ad valorem;
the former means a specific dutv ex
ample, tin' present duty on spool cot
ton seven cents per dozen spools. The
government 5ias decided that all per
sons sending or bringing spool cotton
from abroad shall pay to the govern
ment seven cents per dozen spools, irre
spec-tir- of quality.

An ad valorem duty means ad, to.
valorem, the value according to thu
value. Example: The duty on silk
stockings is per cent. This means
that if silk stockings worth .?:' per pair
ire brought here, t'0 per cent of it, or
SI. 'O must b paid to our government.

i bus in placing duties upon articles
it is bettor to have the specific dutv,
because defrauding is then not encour-
aged as under ad valorem duties. The
defrauding under an ad valorem duty
is done by the foreigner representing a
lower price than the actual value of his
goods, so that lie may thus pay less
duty.

American Wool in Knglanil.
The shipment of American wool seek

ing a market in free trade England em- -

phasi.ces the prevailing depression
here, tending the passage of the Wil
son bill, and is a marked contrast with
tlie prosperous business being done so
recently as March. 1 ::, before tho Mo- -
Ivinley tariff law was menaced bv re
peal. In the fiscal year ending June
10. IV.i:;. the United States had not only
used up the whole of the largest wool
clip ever produced here, but in addi-
tion had consumed o ' per cent, more
foreign wool than was ever imported
m any previous year. the wo den
mills had 1 eon busy to their full ca
pacity, while the estimates of conserv-
ative journals show that 7.1 per cent, of
the American woolen machinery for a
long time has lK-e- idle. At present,
instead of importing foreign wool to
eke out the domestic supply, the im-
ports of foreign wool have not only
fallen off. but we have legun to export
American wool to Europe to find a
market on a free wool basis.

WHITEWASH AND SUGAR.

Disgrace of tho Democracy in tho Tariff
Tang'.e.

The report of Senator Gray's com-milt-

on the sugar scandal was pro-
nounced by the New York Herald a
'white washing report," in spite of
which "the scandal that has sur-
rounded the manipulation of the
surar schedule will remain as one of
the most disgraceful chapters in the
history of American legislation." The
Herald shows that the main charge to
be, investigated, whether legislation
had been promised in return for con-
tributions to the democratic campaign
fund in lsy-- , the committee "left with-
out satisfactory answer," and it did
not even call the men who could have
testified from knowledge. The mem-
bers of the campaign committee who
did testify were carefully not asked
this ouestion.
