ments.  During most of the yvear only
general bulletins find their way into
print. stating the genera! condition of
various crops in the several states. The
report, however, for the month of Sep-
tember will be one of general interest
throughont the sonth and west, es-
pecially  where
cornand colton crops, the two great
western tnd southern staples,

The corn crop. which s given helow
in reports from the separate counties
of the states in question. shows the
lowest condition for the month of Sep-
tember sinee 1881, The decline has
been very decided in all of the surplus
corn states except [Hinois, The eause
of this sudden reduction was 2 per-
sistent and nnprecedented  drought,
supplemented in Nebraska, Kansas and
lowa by seorching winds.  As an effect
of the extreme dronght a speeial réport
from Tndiana, linols, Wiseonsin, Mis-
souri, Kansas. Nebraskn and South
Dakota shows that out of 0,575,081
feres planted. 15,500,000 geres, or 59 per
cent,, have been abandoned or eut up
for fodder. This is a loss of 20 per cent.
of the entire corn average.

WHISTLED THEIR THOUGHTS.
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French Captives Who Posacssed n Strange
Vocabulary.

When on Angust 100 1592, the Jacab-
ins dictated their terms at Paris for a
national convention, Lafavette, who
was o command of the army of the
frontier. and several of his general of-
ficers, quitted the French army in (dis-
rast,  They were seized by the king of
PPrussian. from him transferred 1o the
enstody of Austria, and long confined
in the castle of Olmutz in Moravin.
Although each of the prisoners was
kept solitary. vet their apartinents
were so arranged that they were all
withiv hearing of each other when
standing at the windows of their re-
spective chambers. To improve this
advantage they thonght of the follow-
ineplan:  There wasat Paris a numbwpe
of tunes called airs of the Point Neafl.
or those popular bhallads that were sangr
at the corners of the streets and
other public places. The worids helonge-
ing to these airs were so well known
that to strike vp a few of the notes
wits to recall memory  the words
that aceompunied them. By this means
the captives at Olmntz graduoatly com-
posed for themselves o vocabmiary by
whistling these notes at their win-
dows and this vocabulary after a short
time became so eomplete and even
comprehensive that two or three notes
from each formed their alphabet aml
effected their intercourse. By this
means  they communicated news to
tach other coneerning their families,
the progsress of the war. ete, amld
when, by good fortune, one of Them
had procured a gazette he whistled the
contents of it to his partners in cap-
tivity. The commandant of the for-
tress was constantly informed of these
unaceonntable concerts,  Ile listened,
he set spies, but the whole thing being
a langnage of convention the most
practiced magicianswonld have failed
in detecting the intention and real ee-
pression of the notes heard. —Chicago
A\.l‘\"ﬁ.

African Tobacco,

Althoagh a wanderer in the wilds of
Afriea can not, as a rule. take kindly
to the food of his negro entertainers,
nor drink their Simmerings of various
herbs, he can, if he is addieted to the
weed, always sit down with them and
cnjor a rond smaoke. savs Prof. M. T
Pavfair, of Landon. 1 have bween on
two or three exploring tours into that
country, and for the most part met
with very hospitable treatment. The
nitives raise large tobacco crops, and
the weed is of exeellent gquality. close-
Iy resembling the Virginia tobaceo of
the U'nited States. thongh the leaves
never attain a large size.  The inhabi-
tants never chew it, but smoke the drey
leaf in little clay pipes. They always
sow the tobaceo in a frame before they
plant it, as the midday sun is too pow-
erful for the seed, which becomes
parched and perishes in the hot sun.
It is a sure indieation of the foreign
vrigin of this plant that there is not a
tribe in the whole country which has
a native word of its own to denote it.—
St. Lounis Republie.
