THE FREE WOOL INFAMY.
Ohio Wool Orovrers Issue sn Appeal to the

People of th United States What Tftey
Have to Say About Their Grievance
Following is the full text of the ap-

peal to the people of the I'nited States
issued by the Ohio Wool : rowers' asso-
ciation at its recent meeting in Colum-
bus:

The Ohio Word Growers" association
at this, its first meeting, Septembers,

make this brief appeal to the wool
growers and other farmers, and people
of the I'nited States:

For over seventy-eigh- t years there
have been tariff duties, more or less
protective, on woo!. The Gorman law
not only denies wool growers the bene-
fit of a tariff for revenue, but places,
wool on the free though not one
citizen bv petition to congress asked
it. I'nlil President Cleveland's free
wool message of December. lST, all
political parties favored protection
for the wool industry. The price
of foreign wool imports is now
so low that without protective duties
American wool growers can not suc-

cessfully compete with them. Free
wool as a permanont policy would sub-
stantially destroy the American won
industry, and in a large measure an-

nihilate capital invested therein. The
threat of free wool has reduced the
value of our 4,"),000,n)0 sheep nearly
?70,WK),000, and reduced the price of

IRISH NEGROES.

The Peculiar Population of the Island of
.loiitscrrat.

When we approached Plymouth one
of the first things I saw was a long
stone wall half way up the hill, stir- -

mounted, as I thought, by a row of
cannon bails at irregular intervals.
Hut as we drew nearer 1 found that my
supposed cannon balls were the heads
of colored gentlemen who stood on the
ground behind, watching our arrival.
A dilapidated wooden pier reached out
thirty or forty feet into the water, and
soon the greater part of the fourteen
inhabitants of the town were there to
see us land. Our first effort to throw a
line ashore was a failure, and the sailor
who threw it made some uncomplimen-
tary remarks. This brought a reply
from the man on shore, who was sup
plied to catch it a coal-blac- negro of
great size!

"(Hi, ph:it are ye givin' us?" the
black man shouted. "He .laljcrs. how
con I catch the loine whin 1 can't rache
it?"

There were shouts of derision from
the crowd, and every word spoken was
in as rich an Irish brogue as one could
hear in New York or Kilkenny. Tho
brogue would haw been a pleasant re-

minder of homo if i'.s coming from a
crowd oi West India negroes Had nut
given it an uncanny sound.

"Why, those fellows talk like black-Irishmen,- "

1 said to the captain of the
scliooiu-r- .

"Irish," he replied. "They're as
Irish as lilly-be-dan- i. Nine-tenth- s of
the darkies on this island are of Irish
descent. They say they're the only
Irish darkies in the world."

It was not till I was settled in tho
Kcd I. ion hotel in Plymouth that
solved tin; mystery of theso Irish
negroes. Many years ago a com-
pany of Irish Quakers bought It

large tract of land in Moiitscriat. and
went into the lime-juic- e business ex-

tensively. They imported a great
many Irish laborers, and : large pro-
portion of these men were unable to
resist the attractions of the native
women and married and settled down
there. Their children, of course, were
half Irish and half negro, but the Irish
blood was the stronger, anil the negro
characteristic had to give way before
it. The original Irishmen have been
dead anl gone for years, but their de-

scendants have rcpeopit'd the island,
and the brogue and other Irish char-
acteristics remain.

The physical results of this union of
two races are often startling. Some of
the Irish negroes are almost as white
as you or I, and others are coal black.
There is no telling what may happen
in a Montserrat family. One baby is a
typical Africian. and Ihe next is a fair
little thing wit h straight red hair. It
is not only in .Montserrat, either, that
such things happen. I know a white
man on one side of the other islands, a
man of wealth and refinement, without
the slightest sign of any black blood
in him, whose father was perfectly
tfhite imd well educated. This man
married a American girl, and
there was mourning in the family when
ip. due time t here was born to them a
child as black as the ace of spades.
The man knew what it meant, and he
hadtoVxplain that there had been a
trace of black blood in his grandfather,
which had lain dormant through two
generations, but had thus made itself
painfully manifest in the bfcird. The
child was hurried off to America to be
reared and educated, and is here now,
and four or five perfectly white chil-
dren were born to the couple after-
ward N. V. Stin.

It gives some
protection Wee is carefully protected by a duty
of over sf)per cent., and sugar is not wrmlly
neglectcd. It has some free trade in it here.
and some there, but mostly here in the north;
there is a tariff on peanuts, but free, trade in
coal: there is a tariff on sumac, but no tariff
on wool. There is a tariff on grain bags of the
northern farmer, but no tariff on the cotton
bagging of the southern planter."

The speaker then quoted from Sena-
tor Gorman's speech in the senate on
July 1S9 1, to prove that the sugar
schedule was the result in part of an
agreement between Mr. Cleveland and
the Louisiana senators in the campaign
prior to his last election to the presi
dency.

"An agreement as to the action of a political
party upon a great public, question made in
public; made with two senators anil th
candidate for the presidency himself; made to
secure the electoral vote of the state of Lnuisi
ana; made in absolute secret; that sugar
should bo taken from the free list, when
the republican narty had put it. ami had it
taxed for the benelit of the Sugar trust, which
tax should be borne by the American con
sumer. The presnlent n'mseli. it senator t.or- -

man be right, was a party to this contract, and
he, too, much as he loathed the bill, was no;
unwilling to have the sugar bargain aarried
into effect. Perhaps, too, this is one of the
hidden reasons why he did not veto the hide
ous offspring of 'party perfidy ami party
dishonor." After most bitterly denouncing
the bill they have just passed, democrat it--

leaders and press console themselves by
that the new law, after all, is better

than the act of IS'JO. Hotter for whom? l!eltV
for what? Hotter for Ohio? Hetter for our
great glass factories? Hetter for our tin-pla- te

works? Hetter for merchandising and trade?
Hetter for agriculture? Where has it given
hope? Whose factories will it set to work?
It has improved no American interest;
whatever unless it be the Sugar
and Whisky trusts. It will not start
a single new factory. It will not light a soli-
tary new fire. It never will increase the de-

mand for labor at home. Whatever hope it
brings is to the alien and the stranger. What-
ever industry it quickens lies beyond the sens
Hetter than the law of ISSKI! A law under the
operation of which every man in this country
was employed at good wages, every factory was
running tit its full capacity, and the consumer
was securing the necessaries of life
cheaper than he had ever received them
before. Tell me, workingmen of Ohio,
how many of you are idle now who had
remunerative employment in leWI, and bow--

many of vou, fortunate enough to have em
ployment now, have escaped a reduction of
your wages. And what are your prospects for
the future, if you continue to vote the demo-

cratic ticket."
Here the governor cited a clause in

the new tariff law which renews the I

treaty stipulation of 1ST5 by which
sugar from the Sandwich islands is to
be admitted free. Some might say this
was only carrying out the require-
ments of a sacred treaty. That he ad-

mitted, but he wanted to know if the
treaty stipulation with the Sandwich
islands was more sacred nnd binding
than the contract made with our citi-
zens by the tariff law of 1S90.

"There is no excuse in law, justice or equity
for this betrayal of the confidence of the peo-

ple of the United States. The law of 1K91

takes tho bounty from the producers of the
United States a bounty which amounted to
about f ll.OU0.0int annually, but carefully secures
to the Hawaiian planters a ounty which
annually amounts to $3.IO.0(10. It it any won-

der that the American people rejects this un-

patriotic bill at every opportunity ?"

Passing to the financial problem the
governor said :

"Our present embarrassment does not come
from too little money, nor too much money, nor
from the character of the money now in use.
Our dimculty is to get the money we have into
circulation. Our money is all good, whether it
be silver or gold, national bank-note- s, treasury
notes, greenbacks or gold or silver certilicates.
If we stop producing we will not need labor,
and when we do not require labor we will
not employ It, and then wages are stopped,
and when wages are stopped one great factor
in the distribution of money Is stopped. This
is our trouble y. The banks are. tilled
with money. It is because it is not employed
that we have the stagnation in business which
so distresses the country, and the reason it is
not employed is because the invitation to safe
and prolitable investment is not presented. If
the circulating medium of the country
was double what it is to-d-ay

it would be no easier for us to
get it than it Is now. ana we would have

state ofiicers and a battery of artillery
as escort, arrived from Columbus short-
ly before 11 o'clock, and received a
tumultuous reception from the throng
of 10,0(K or more that had been patient-
ly waiting at the depot. Meanwhile
the various visiting and local clubs
had been getting into line for a
monster parade; and when the
governor's carriage hud taken Its pos-
ition the start was made for the city.
There were three divisions, consisting
of visiting clubs, many being uni
formed, mounted men i rom the coun
try nnd city wards and industrial
clubs. In line were a number of floats
prepared by business men, nntnufactur
ers and workingmen, which were il
Justrativc of the issues of the repub-
lican campaign. I'erhapsthc most sug
gestive of these was a wagon upon
each side of which t.tood five brawny
glass workers. 1 heir backs were
toward the people that lined
the sidewalk on either side.
They wore short jackets, and attached
1 the rear portion of each one's anat
omy was a big square patch of card
board with the inscription in deep
black letters: "22 Per Cent. Reduc
tion." This represented the reduction
of the window-glas- s workers during
the year, and the yellingcrowd did not
need to note the inscription on the big
banner, "A Few Bottom Facts," in or-
der to catch on. Another banner had
a picture of a pawnbroker's golden
ball sign and the legend "I'm the Only
Man Prospering 1' rider Democratic
Kale." Still another motto of the hun-
dreds read: "Through U rover We
ISust."

When the Marvin house was reached
(iov. McKinlcy alighted and from the
balcony briefly thanked the multitude
for its reception.

It was 3 o'clock when the meeting
was called to order on the campus of
Findlay college. From the platform
the special guests looked down on a
sea of faces. Gov. Mckinley was sup
ported on the rijrht by
Charles Foster and on the left by Con
gressman Charles II. Grosvenor.

t;ov. MeKlnley's Speech.
Gov. McKinley began his speech with

a review of the condition of the country
nttheeloseof the last republican ad
ministration, and a comparison with
the present condition.

"Tbe administration voted out of in 1892." he
Kaid, 'was one of the wisest and best the coun-
try has ever seen. In obedience to this decree.
the democratic party has been In su-
premo control of tho government for
nearly nineteen months, and fur
the greater part of that time it has been en
pajred in trying to revise the tariff. This period
hns i;iven to the American people an opportu
nity for sober reflection, steadied by the disci-
pline of the' adversity. Kven tho eyes of the
blindest partisans have been opened, and men
who have heretofore never been able to sec any
good in the republican party, and who voted
Its policy a fraud and a robber, are now eager
for a reconsideration and chance."

"The extent of the reversal of sentiment up-
on the tariff question," the governor said.
'could scarcely be appreciated without refer
ence to recent election returns."

Here he reviewed extensively the re
turns from the elections of last year,
and this year, comparing them with
the results of IS!2, and cited the action
recently taken by the sugar planters of
Louisiana, lie did not know what this

r"oction of the sugar men might mean
for the future of polities; he did not
know, but he felt constrained to com
mend the men for this patriotic action.
He said:

They need no assurance of devot ion to all
the material Interests of the south by the re
publican party. In all its legislation for one-thi- rd

of a century it has never overlooked a
Ingle southern interest. We welcome to fel

lowHhlp this irrcat body of American citizens
who propose henceforth to bo Americans and
stand up for American interests, not in one
but in all sections of our beloved country."

He then ret iewed the administration
of President Cleveland and the work of
the present congress, and severely de
nounced the new tariff law anil the
methods employed in its passage
These, he said, had already liecn freely
denounced in the house of their friends,
and ha needed only to quote democratic
authority to prove all he had charged
against the measure.

The governor continued:
"After nineteen months' useless agitation, not

yet content with the present ruin they have
wrought, they are still unwilling to give the
business Interests of the country any rest or
relief whatever, but continue and constantly
renew on every hand the threat of still other
and mote fearful changes inonr tariff schedule.

Even the president himself. In his letter to
Congressman Catchings.of Mississippi, asserts
that the agitation is only just begun. He says:
The millions ot our countrymen who have

(ought bravely and well for tariff reform (not
accepting this bill) should be exhorted to con-

tinue the struggle boldly challenging to open
warfare, nd constantly guarding against
treachery and in their camp.'
'And who, while he permitted the bill to be--

come a law, lacking the moral courage to veto
it, yet boastlngly announces: 'I take my place
with the rank and tile ot the democratic party
who believe la tariff refornr and who know
what It la; who rervn lo accept tba results

professedly, if not actually adequate,
has been given to most of our manu-
facturing industries, and for coal, iron
ore. and other raw materials.

Free wool is an infamous and odiou?
discrimination and conspiracy against
all r agricultural industries. As a
permanent policy it would drive a mil-

lion of wool growers from sheep hus-

bandry into increased production of
hay, wheat, corn, oats, cotton and
other products: destroy our sheep ami
reduce the demand they would make
for feed, and thus add to existing over-
production and low prices, the ruin of
still further overproduction. This
would take from all the farmers a
large measure of their just income,
and render them unable to patronize
merchants, grocers, mechanics, schools
and churches:. All industrial and other
classes would be involved in common
disaster. Free wool is a blow at civil-
ization and progress. Immense imports
of low-price- d wool would supplant to a
large extent the use of cotton, and thu
bring ruin to the planters of the south.

In IS'.):; the imports for consumption
of third-clas- s wools were 13:!, l!7,r.Sl
pounds at a valuation of 7.7." cents per
pound. Why is free wool thrust upon
the country? Not one of all the sena-
tors who voted for the Gorman bill
ventured to give any reason in support
of free wool. Their silence is a con-
fession of its injustice and that it means
ruin.

It is a conspiracy w ith four purposes.
First, to add to existing overproduc-
tion of cereals, cotton and other farm
products, and still further reduce prices
already universally low. Second, to
alienate wool growers from the protec-
tive policy and thus to enlarge the
policy of free trade. Third, with cheap
foreign wool and protective, duties on
manufactures, to limit manufacturing
to the eastern cities and New England
states. Fourth, its political purpose is
to win to the democratic Gorman parly
a few New F.ngland states and punish
the protective wool growing states. It
is a deep-lai-d conspiracy against the
mighty west and the interior s'atcs.

The pretense of cheaper clothing is
false and fraudulent. With the de-

struction of American flocks and with
manufactories limited to a narrow sec-
tion, combinations and trusts would re-

tort upon the people with a monopoly
of wool and woolen goods.

The pretense of relief from tariff tax-
ation is equally false. The government
r.iut have revenue. If not derived
from duties, the people will pay in
some other form.

The Gorman bill surrenders the
wool tariff' revenue, but imposes live
times greater burdens by a tariff tax
on sugar of Jlil.Onii.O'Ji) annually.

Full
and adequate protection for the wool
industry would soon increase our

port none. This would save an annual
export of gold of SOo.onO.ooij or more
to buy foreign word from countries
which take substantially nothing from
us in return but gold. It would keep
our demand on a solid basis. It would
make such an increased demand for
pasturage, hay. oats and corn as to in-

crease the product and secure full ami
fair prices. It would enable farmers
to reduce the wheat product, and thus
secure fair prices, it would enlarge
the resources of more than :Uto,0;wi of
(he agricultural classes, anil thus by
their patronage to other classes give
prosperity to all.

It h is been proved that no foreign
wool is ni- - ded to mix with ours for
successful manufacture. What, theu,

wool growers do? The free wool
policy cannot le revcrs-e- until after
ls',. In the meantime .sheep cannot
be made to pay for capital in-

vested and lar in producing
wool. The true policy- - is fatten
the wethers and oil ewes, sell
them for mutton, keep the breeding
ewes and be ready to rapidly increase
our flocks after !S;H. Let all people
who desire prosperity for Americans,
rather than for foreigners, vote for no
candidate for congress who does not
favor protect equally to ail Ameri-
can industries, which, by its aid, can
be made to furnish all needed supplies
at fair American prici s. The free wool
infamy will so m be wiped out. never
more to return, anil the people, fear-
fully admonished by the ruin of the last
two years, will not soon dem-tn- again
a change to the policy which brought it
