',! whether he has business sense
or not. has been impressed with the
fact so strongly stated r-- t'reiiaent
Cleveland nH Chairman U'ilson. that
tariff agitation has only begun if tho
democratic party has its way. There
Is just one thing that can slop it the
complete and overwhelming defeat of
that party, these predictions of its
future course were not reckless or
thoughtless, for they occurred in pub-
lic statements of the gravest impor-
tance, nor were they in the least un-
natural. The whole world knows that
the democratic party solemnly pledged
itself in its national platform fi frame
r.nd pass a very different tariff from
that which was enacted. Further,
everybody knows that the democratic
representatives with scarcely a dis-
puting voice were earnestly in favor
of a radically different tariff, even
down to the day when they accepted
the senate bill on the ground that no
other could possibly be passed, Even
then, as the public record proves, the
democratic representatives assented
to the senate bill only on the definite
pledge, which was afterward found to
be a fine article of piecrust, that the
supplemental or popgun bills, putting
iron and coal and sugar on the free
list, would also be passed in the senate.

This was the last and utmost that
the house was willing to do, and it was
tricked into the passage of the bill as
it stands without free trade amend-
ments. But even with those amend-
ments the bill fell far short of the de-
clared conviction and purpose of the
democrats in the house, aud of the great
majority of democrats in the senate,
and in both houses it was publicly de-
clared that the fight would be opened
again at the next session, to obtain
further 'reductions or removals of duty.
It is equally well known that demo-
crats throughout the country, in irre-
sistible majority, have insisted upon
renewing the fight and pushing for-
ward toward free trade. This is the
real issue which the elections this year
must meet. The existing law, bad
and offensive as it is, will give way to
some other more destructive if the
democratic party gets enough popular
support.

There is a feeling that the republi-
cans are going to sweep the country
this year, and they vn if they try;
I'ui here are a few figures which show
that it will not do to be too confidvnt.
There are "."' members in the present
house, of whom only l is are republi-
cans. It will be seen th:it there is a
great deal to overcome. The dem crats
expect to hold nearly or quite bH rf
their froin the sotHK tf they hold
them a'l. they wiil need to get only
53 irurtv from '.'s northern states to hold
a majority. The republicans must carry
three to one of the northern districts
in order to gain control.

But as a large number of democrats
in the present house received only
small pluralities, and as public opinion
has undergone a revolution it i.s

that every close district will go
republican this year if proper attention
is given to it. A democratic loss
throughout the north proportioned to
that sustained in special elections in
New York and Ohio districts this year
to fill vacancies will make the next
house strongly republican. Besides, we
expect some gains in the south.

The pomilists, who have 11 members
of the present house, expect to have at
least 4i in the next. This calculation,
however, is all in the air. l'opulism is
on the wane in the country districts
since the railroad strike, and our ad-
vices from Kansas, Nebraska and the
Dakotas arc that the republicans are
likely to gain two-third- s of all that the
populists lose. In the large cities, how-
ever, the populists now seem likely tc
win the striking labor vote from the
democrats. This may be contemplated
with serenity, because the change will
only he to another alias. It is only
when they win votes from the repulv
lieans that the country is endangered
Should they have 40 members, mostly
won from the republicans, they would
have the balance of power in the nexl
house, and in case the presidential
election should be thrown into the
house, the situation would bo at leas!
disquieting.

It is important
to look after all the close districts,
south as well as north. It is a mistake
to treat the south, or even our largu
cities, as toreigners.

The fact is well known that a large
minority of democrats, in Maine fully
forty per cent., are opposed to the ex-

If the people
take good care of the house, and of the
legislatures which have senators to
elect, the president will be confronted
very early with a measure repealing
the offensive act of "perfidy and dis-

honor" which he refused to sign, and
it is not to be assumed that he would
in such a case defy the declared wishes
of the people.

That is the only way conceivable to
end tariff agitation for years to come-Busines- s

men who are childishly prat-
tling about suspending controversy
until the present law has been tried
are shutting their eyes to the fact that
all the renublicans and nearly all the
democrats want some change without
delay and will make a desperate effort
for it as soon as congress meets again.
They can no more avoid this than they
can prevent the rising of the sun to-
morrow. Absolutely the only thing
they can do is to decide whether they
will have the tariff of 1MH) restored or
such a tariff as the democratic party,
strengthened by successful appeals to
the people, may see fit to enact as a
further step in the progress toward
free trade. They can choose when they
vote, but they are unspeakably foolish
if they imagine that a democratic vote
will mean anything except further
progress toward free trade and trusts,
servitude to foreigners and servitude
io monopolies.
