A BOY’S ADVENTURE.

Night in an Ice Fort Surrounded
by Wolves.

The Belated Traveler Froren In and the
Wolves Frozen Out, But They Keep
Up the Attack Until Fright.
ened Away.

N the early days of
northern Ohlo, when set-
g tlers were few and far
between, Frank Corwin,
a Welsh lad of sixteen
years, found his way
thither and began his
career as a laborer, re-
celving at first but two
dollars o month, in addition to his
board and home-made clothing. [e
possessed an intelligent, energetic
mind in a sound and vigorous body,
and had acquired In his native parish
the elements of an education in both
Welsh and English. The story of his
life, outlined in a curious old diary
containing the records of sixty-two
years, and an entry for more than
twenty-two thousand days, would econ-
stitute & history of the region, and
some of its passages would read like
high-wronght romance.

Ilis first term of service was with a
border farmer on the banksof a stream
ecnlled Grand river, in Ashtabula eoun-
ty. It was rather crude farming, how-
ever, consisting mostly of felling trees,
cutting wood and sawlogs, burning
brush and digging out stumps, the ax
and pickax finding more use than or-
dinary farm implements. Seven miles
down the river, and on the opposite
bank, lived the nearest neighbors,
among them a blacksmith, who, in his
trade, served the whole country for
twenty miles around. One especial
part of his business was the repairing
of axes, called In that day ‘‘jumping,”
or ‘‘upsetting."”

In midwinter Frank's employer left
a conple of axes with the blacksmith
for repairs, the job to be done within a
week. At this time the weather is
what is termed ‘‘settled,” with deep
snow and good *“slipping” along the
few wildwood roads. But three or
four days later there came a ‘‘January
thaw.” Rain and a warmer tempera-
ture melted away much of the snow,
the little river was swelled to a great
torrent, breaking up the ice and carry-
ing it down stream, and the roads be-
came almost impassable. When the
weelk was up the farmer wanted the
nxes; it was not possible for the horse
to travel, and, after waiting vainly a
day or two for a turn in the weather,
Frank was posted off on foot to obtain
the needed implements Delighting in
the chaoge and excitement of sucha
trip, the boy started before noon, ex-
pecting to reach home again ere dark,
as it was not considered quite safe to
journey far by night on account of the
wolves,

Three miles below, at a narrow place
in the river, was the bridge, consisting
of three very long tree trunks reaching

parallel from bank to bank and cov-
ered with hewn planks. When Frank
nrrived here he found that this bridge
had been swept awsy, but, pushing on
down strenm among the thickets, about
half a mile below, he came npon an
immense ice jam, stretching across the
streain and piled many feet high.
Upon this he at once resolved to make
his way over to the road on the other
side, for he wis already wearied thread-
ing the underbrush. Grand river,
which is a narrow but deep and violent
stream, run roaring and plunging be-
neath the masses of ice as if enraged at
Leing so obstructed; but the lad plcked
his path in safety, and soon stood on
the opposite bank. Away he hurried
now to the blacksmith's, so as to com-
plete his errand and return by this pre-
carious crossing before dark. But the
smith had neglected his duty, and
Frank had to wait an hounr or more for
the axes. At length they were done,
and, with one tied at each endof a
strong cord, and this hung about his
neck, he was off on the homeward trip.
To aid his walking he procured from
the thicket a stout came. He had
hardly gone two miles when the duski-
ness gathering in the woods denoted
the nearness of night; yet, as the moon
was ridins bloh he pushed on without

Bat as he was skirting a8 windfall of
trees, he came suddenly upon two or
three wolves, apparently emerging
from their daytime hiding place for a
hunting expedition. Frank was con-
siderably startled; but as they ran off
in the woods, as if afraid of him, he
took courage in the hope that they
would not molest him. In a few min-
utes, howerer, they set up that dismal
howl by which they summon their
mates and enlarge their numbers; and
Frank discovered by the sounds that
they were following him cautiously
at no great distance. Frequent re-
sponses were also heard from more dis-
tant points in the woods, and from
across the river. By this time it was
becoming quite dark, the moonlight
penetrating the forest only alonz the
roadway and in oceasional patches
among the trees on either side. Final-
ly, just as he reached the iece-bridge,
the howling became still, a sizn that
their numbers emboldened them to en-
ter in earnest on the pursuit. The
species of wolves once 50 common in
the central states, and making the
early farmers so much trouble, were
peculiar in this respect—they were
great cowards, singly, and would trail
the heels of a traveler, howling for re-
cruits, and not daring to begin the at-
tack until they had collected a force
that insured suceess; then they became
fierce and bold, and more to be dread-
ed than any otheranimal of the wilder
ness.

In the emergency he thought of the
axes, and, taking them from his neck.
eut the cord, and thrust his walking
stick into one as a helve, resolved to
defend himself to the last. At this in-
stant he espied among the thick. up-
heaved ice cakes two great fragments
leaning against each other in such a
way as to form a roof with something
like a small room underneath. Iere he
saw his only chance. Springing within,
be used the ax to chip off other frag

ments with which to elose up the ens
trance, and almost quicker than it can
be told had thus constructed a sort of
fort, which he believed would with-
stand the attack of the wolves. At
nightfall the weather had become cold-
er, and he knew that within a few min-
utes the damp pieces of ice wonld be
firmly cemented together.

Hardly had he lifted the last piece to
its place, when the pack came rushing
about him, snapping and snarling, but
at first not testing the strength of his
entrenchment. When soon they began
to spring against it and snap at the
corners of the ice. the frost had done
its work, and they could notJoosen his
hastily built wall. Throngh narrow
crevices he could lvok ont at them, and
at one time counted sixteen grouped
together in council.  As the cold in-
creased he had to keep in motion in
order not to freeze, and any extra
action on his part increased the fierce-
ness of the wolves. At times they
would gather in a cirele arjand him,
and, after snifling at him eagerly. set
up a doleful howling, as if deploring
the excellent supper they had lost.

Ere long one of them found an open-
ing large enough to admit its head; but
Frank wus on the alert and gave it
such a blow with an ax as te kill it
Soon another tried the same thing,
and met with the same reception,
withdrawing and whirling round
several times and then dropping dead
with a broken skull. One smaller than
the rest attempted to enter, and, re-
ceiving the fatal blow, erawled, in its
dying agony, ecompletely into the in-
closure, and Iny dead at Frank's feet.
For this he was not sorry, for his feet
were bitrerly cold, and even the warm
carcass of the animal served to relieve
them.

Toward morning, as the change of
weather continued and the waters of
the river began to diminish, there was
suddenly a prodigious erack and crash
of the ice-bridge, and the whole mass
settled several inches. At this the
wolves took alarm, and in an instant
fled. Perhaps they might have re-
tarned had not the crackling of the ice
repeated frequently. At length Frank
became alarmed for his safety, lest the
ice should break up in the current,
and, bringing his ax to bear, soon burst
his way out and fled to shore. Bat,
not seeing the ice crumble, he ventured
back to obtain the other ax, and then
hastened home to his employer. Dur-
ing the day he skinned the wolves, and
within a fortnight pocketed the bounty
money, amounting in all to about one
hundred and fifty dollars. With the
money he made the first payment on a
large farm, which he long lived to
cultivate and enjoy, and under the sod
of which he found a quiet grave.—N.
Y. Recorder.

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MISSOURI LEGISLATURE.

(Extra Sesalon.)

JEFFERS0S CITY, May 8.—SENATE—Fellow-
Servant legisiation was the chief topic of dis-
eussion in the legislature yesterday. The sen-
&te disposed of its measures on the subject for
the time belng by making two pending bills o
special order for 2 o'clock Thursduy.

In the house there was u long debate, many
roll-calis, and adjouroment was not reached

until well along in the afternoon. Mr. David-
son, of Marion, precipitated the trouble
by  offering a  resolution requiring

the committee on labor to report all fel-
lew-servant bills back to the house forth-
with. He made a bitter speech azuinst what
he termed the unnecessary delay of the com-
mittee. He said the friends of feliow-servant
legixlation do not intend to allow these meas-
ures to go by default He finally offered to
amend the resolution by requiring the com-
mittee Lo report at 10:30 o'clock to-day.

JEFFERSON CITY, May 9.—SENATE—When
the senute met yesterday morning Senntor
Peers, chairman of the committee on eriminal
jurisprudence, reported the anti lobby bill
sgreed upon Tuesday.

Senator Morton wanted the amendments
printed before the senate adopted them.

On this point the senate argued at length.
Senators Klene and Peers wauted to proceed
lht once, and insisted there was no cause for de-

¥.

Senators Morton, Yeater, Love, Kennish,
Gray., Lyman and Landrum opposed the
smendment muking it lawful for newspapers
to lampoen or caricature members of the
legisiature. They claimed It was unconstitu-
tional.

It was defeated, and the other amendments
were debated until noon, and left pending.

The measure was finally defeated by a vote
of 15 to 13

Senator Goodykoontz introduced a bill creat-
ing the office of state promoter of legislation.

Hovse—Mr. Spencer, of St. Louis, presented
B telegram from sixty-four members of the St
Louis safety committee, nsking the enactment
of the safety committee election law. He also
presentod a protest signed by Wm. M. Horton,
C. F. Wenneker, C. H. Sampson, I. O. Niedring-
haus and F. B. Brownell, well-known citizens
of St. Louis.

After a long debate a motion to print the
matter was tabled, 78 to 53

The committee on engrossment reported
back the house anti-bribery bill.

Mr. Kyler, of 5t Louls, offered a resolution
requesting Gov. Stone to empower the assem-
bly tolegislate in favor of cheaper school text
books. The resolution was andopted by a viva
voce vole.

JEFFERSON CITY. May 10—Yesterday Mr.
Baskett moved that the speclal order, the fel-
low-servant bllls, be laid over until 3p m.
Tuesday.

Senator Baskett sald his object In making
the motion was to afford somo parties inter-
ested in fellow-servant legislation an eppor-
tunity to be heard.

A viva voce vote was then taken and the mo-
tlon earried.

The genernl appropriation bill was read at
length and signed.

HOUSE—The house adjourned without having
accomplisbed anything.

JEFFERSON CITY, May 11.—SENATE-—Yester-
day Senator Wurdeman rose to a question of
personal privilege and stated that e was ub-
sent when the vote on the anti-lobby bill was
taken. He wanted to go on record as being op-
posed wo the bill, and all other “'fuol’ bills,

The regquest was granted.

Senator Uaskett presented n petition asking
for the passaoge of a rallrond fellow-servant
bill.

After seven minutes’ sesslon, the sennte ad-
Journed until the 13th.

HovsE—A memorial resolution was adopted
concerning the death of Representative J. B.
Old, of Oregon county.

Nothing of importance was transacted, and
the house wdjourned till the 13th,

JEFFERSON CITY, May 14 —SENATE—The sen-
ate convened at 3 p. m. yesterday with a slim
attendance present.

After the journal had been read and approved
Senator Peers lntroduced a resolution reciting
telegraphic information to the effect that Sen-
ator Morrissey had been killed in St Louis,
and asking for the appointment of a commitlee
of five senators to attend the funeral.

The resolution was adopted, and the chair
appointed the following committes. Mossrs.
Peers, Morton, Yeater, Kennish and Brewster.

Adjourned till to-day.

Hovse—The Julinm house bill, requiring
rallroads o furnish members of the legisla-
ture and state officers with free transporti-

tion, was taken up for amendment and en-
grossed.
Mr. Davis (of Taney) sald he believed the

bill wus unconstitutional and not within the
scope of legislation mentioned in the gov-
¢rnor’s call.  He moved that it be reforred to
the committee on judicinry: also. that the
committee be iostructed o pass upon its con -
stitutionality., The motion was lost by o vote
of 36 to 30,

OUn motion of Mr. Avery the bill was then
laid over informally.

Small Oysters In Vogue,

In Long Island sound, where the lus-
sious Blue Points and the broad-backed
Providence Rivers come from, the beds
are surveyed by the fish commission
and as carefuily laid out and alloted
as the new states in the west. Many
thousand acres are under actual eulti-
vation. In old times there used to bea
great amount of lawlessness over the
oyster beds; shotguns played an impor-
tant part in the industry, and at one
time the Stiaten Island oystermen
mounted a cannon on the shore to keep
the Jerseymen from taking oysters
from the beds cinimed by both factions.
Another change which has come over
the oyster business since the old times
is inthe style, as it were, of the oysters.
Then the demand was all for Provi-
dence Rivers, the larger the better, 2nd
to be able toswallow an oyster as large
as your hand while still maintaining a
slightly bored and very dignitied air
was one of the first requisites of a
diner-out. Either the ssophagus of
late days has degenerated or oyster-
eaters have become averse to so great
an effort, for the large oysters have
now given place to the little Blue
Points, and are in demand only for the
dinners of sword-swallowersand glass
eaters.—Hoston Transeript.

ONLY A SHAM.
Waeless Fusa and Firing In the Ranks of
the Democracy.

Real battles have not been witnessed
in this country for thirty years. Hence
it is supposed that the new generation
may take a profound Interest in sham
fights. Two democratic wings are
blazing away at each other withall
the fury of blank cartridges, and as
some recruit may carelessly load with
ball, it is possible that somebody may
be undesignedly killed. But what is
the object of all this fuss and firing?

Ex-Speaker Crisp demands that the
democratic party declare for free coln-
age of silver, nmot in equivoeal and
tricky phrases, but in words so plain
that they eannot be misunderstood.
His declaration bears on its face the
belief that this is the only chance his
party has of success; by making this
the controlling issue he expects to
*‘cause many people to make new party
slignments." BSenator Vest, of Mis-
souri, has just sent out eight hundred
letters to prominent democrats of that
state urging the eall of a free silver
convention. The son of Senator Palmer,
of Illinois, himself opposed to silver
coinage, declares that the silver craze
has taken complete possession *‘of the
democrats of Illinols outside of Cook
county;" that the freesllver convention
in June will unquestionably control

1892 and covered themselves with die
grace in 1894,

But is it a sham fight for the voters
on both sides? Messrs. Cleveland and
Carlisle, Crisp and Vest may well take
motice that it is not. These millions
are not tied to a party organization by
the hope of office or leadership, and
they are being made to believe that the
battle is a real one on which their in-
dividual livelihood depends. They are
getting ready to guit the democratie
party ns fast as they can, if it des not
suit them. The free silver voters, if
beaten in democratio convention, go
over to the populist camp by thousands.
The sound-money voters, if beaten in
democratic convention, go over to the
republican party as the only hope of
saving the country from debasement of
money, public and private bankruptey
and socialistic revolution.—N. Y. Trib
une. .

AZSOP UP TO DATE

reorganization of hoth parties on new
lines.” The lowa demuerats have gone
to pieces on the same issue. Mean-
while the president, at the other ex-
treme, demands vigorous agitation
against free coinage and for gold mon-
ometallism, and Secretary Morton has
made a most emphatie declaration in
favor of the gold basis only, while See-
retary Carlisle is to make two speeches
in Kentucky, and one of especial im-
portance at Memphis in June before
the “sound money convention” to be
held there.

These are all democrats. They are
ell fighting most desperately to get
control of the democratic party. its or-
ganization and conventions, in order to
force upon the country the naked issue of
free silvercoinage. What they all want
is "‘a reorganization of both parties,”
in the words of hard-money Palmer, or
to “canse pecple to make new party
alignments,” in the words of soft-
money Vest. Behind the smoke and
the thunder of the firing they both
want the same thing—to get the people
away from the issue on which the dem-
ocratie party fought in the last elec-
tion, and dishonored itself in the last
congress; away from its pledges and
perfidies on the tariff gquestion; away
from its cowardice and corruption, its
shameless barter and its biil of sale to
monopolists. Both hostile faetions in
this sham fight agree that on the tariff
issue the democratie party isdead and
doomed by the people to extinction,
and its only chance of success is to
abandon past principles and pledges,
and force another issue and:a reorgan-
fzation of parties. on the chance that
it will *‘cause many republicans to
make new party alignments.”

In a certain sense, it is a real fight.
Each of the factions secks to control
the democratic party organization, so
that it can hold the sharp sword of
party discipline over the other. Each
wans to seize the leadership, the eon-
trol of the organization, and the offices
wherever and whenever the party can
get any. Thus the battle is desperate-
1y earnest as between the two factions,
but everybody will observe that neither
one nor the other proposes to step out
and fight for its ideas in another or
new organization if beaten in the dem-
ocratic convention. President Cleve-
land and his free-trade friends of the
reform club do not propose to help the
republicans in order to save the coun-
try from populism and free silver.
Speaker Crisp and Senator Vest, also
free traders, do not propose to help the
republicans in order to save the coun-
try from gold monometaliists, Wlat
they Loth want, with all the despair-
ing energy of drowning men, is to get
nd of the issuo on which thev woa lo

soon be treaties of peace and of recon-
ciliation between us.”

The Sheep, poor, silly creatures! be-
ing easily begniled, dismissed the Re-
publican Dogs, and no sooner had they
done so than the Free Trade Wolves
sprang upon them and began to devour
the unguarded flock at their own pleas-
ure.

After a very short experience of thas,
the Sheep ealled back the Dogs.—N. Y
