“eheapness:

THE OLD “STATE OF PIKE."

Once Extended to the Pacific Ocean’—8ite
of the Largest Nursery in the World.
From the St. Louis Republic.

The county of Pike is older than the State
of Missouri ftself, having been laid out in
1519. The town of Louisiana was laid out
in the same year, so that Louisiana, Mo.,
and the “Stateof Pike” cume into history
&t the same time.

When the Territorial Government estab-
lished Pike County its southern boundary
was the northern line of St. Charles Conn-
ty. The western line was along the divide
between the Mississippi and Missouri rivers,
to the extreme northern line of the Terri-
tory of Upper Louisiann, and ., . . extended
to the Pacific Ocean on the west and to the
forty-ninth degree of north latitude . . . .

One of the biggest institutions in Louisi-
ana, Mo., is the Stark Bros. Nurseries . . . .
Eighty vears ago there came from Kentue ky
to Pike vunty the late Judge Stark, then a
voung man fresh from Old Hickory's New
Orleans camnpaign. He started the nursery
and planted the first grafted orchand in the
State, having brouzht the seions on horse-
back from Kentucky.

The business has descended from father
to son, and is now conducted by the third
generation, assisted by the fourth. This
firm has morethun 1,000 salesmen and wants
48 many more; business men, professional
moen, mevhanies, farmers and ethers, how-
L7y e*rmexperwm-ml are taught the business
and work the vear vound--receiving goml
pay weekly. The eompany employs more
peoplein its offices than would be necessary
torun a large manufacturing concern. The
axtensive packing-houses  are connected
with the raiiroad by special track, whence
hundreds of car loads of trees are shipped
annually. The nursery grounds embrave a
oubier of farms convenicnt to theg city, and
oven extend to Rockport, 1L, where there
is a plant of several million trees.

A peculiarity of the concern is the estab-
lishment of large ovchands. These orchards,
In 24 states, aggresate nearly 50,000 acres,
350,000 trees, on the partnership plan. The
tirm s also interested in nearly as many
ore trees on the cn-np(-rntlw arranyges
ment . ., The Nurseries have been boue-
fivial not nnl_\ to their home, but Missouri
owes no little of her prestige as a fruit-

growing region to the progress and work of
1:-\'Li‘-|nuit-ul of this tirm.
