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LACING A LEATHER BELT.

Every Farmer Who Owns Machinery
Should Know How to Do This

Work Expeditiously.

Style 1 is lacing used on leather belts
where heavy load is applied and
where the belt does not run under idler
or turn sharp angles.

Styles 2 and 3 are a hinge stitch
:or light belts where the belts run un-

der idlers or turn short curves, as in ,

hinge stich the belt can be doubled
back and forth each way and it will not

wear, when if sewed as in Style 1 it
would wear out in a short time.

Styles 1. 5. 6 and 7 are used on
heavy belts where a heavy strain is put
on them and especially when belts be-

come cold and hard to get lacing to hold.
This style of lacing will hold as well as
he other part of the belt will.

Style S is a double hinge stitch and
should be used where a heavy strain is
placed on the belt and in turning short
nirves or in running under small idlers.

The main drive belts used on separa-
tors sewed in this way will often last two
icasons without relacingthe belt. Where
hose stitches are not familiar to the

operator he can easily grasp the idea
by threading a needle and using the cut
as a model and drawing lines on the

with' the thread. When he gets the
dca it will be no trouble for him to sew

belt, always commencing in the center
if the belt when sewing and ending in
'he center. If he has a Rogers pui ch,
by simply pushing it through the leather
;t will form a half circle to push the lac.
through and then cut a little notch In
the lace and it. will catch on this half
rircle and cannot be pulled out. It wiil
not be necpssary to tie the lace in any
way. In lacing very often the end of
the lace is soft and it is hard to thread
through the holes, hut if you will sim-
ply wet the end of the lacing or oil it.
:hen light a match and crisp the end o(
:he lacing it will form a hard point
which will save time and annoyance.

Every thresherman who does not un- -

lerstand this style of lacing should tal;e
i couple of cards and punch holes as in
neater! by the cut ar.d sew the cards
with a shoe string for lacing, as these
make good lacings for practice and are
papier than tracing with a thread.

Polishing the Horns of Cows.
A Missouri cattle breeder gives the

following method of polishing horns
Make the horns smooth and even with a
coarse file or rasp, and then take a fine
sandstone and water and rub the file
marks out; then take a fine whetstone
ia water stone is best), whet or rub on
all marks, as the least scratch will show
when polished. Then get some tripoli
(or, as the railroad men call it, triplye).
wet as much of it as you want to use
then with a rag of any kind rub the horn
well with U (you can hardly rub too
much) : then polish with the palm of the
hand. Don't he afraid to bear on and
rub quick. Roiling water will not take
the polish off. They will take any color
wanted by boiling them in some kind of
dyes.

A FARMER'S TAME GROUSE
