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STRIKE WOULD CAUSE DRIFY
TO PUBLIC OWNERSHIP
OF RAILROADS,

LEADERS REJECT PROPOSALS
; S o
May Call Directors Together In
Washington t0 Supersede OM
clals' Power — Both Sides
Ready for Lemg Fight

‘Washington. — President Wilson
warned §1 railroad executives, repre-
senting the rail transportation sys-
tems of the United States, that the
country appeared to be drifting to-
wards public ownership of railroads
and that he believed a national rall-
yoad sirike would aggravate that
trend of public opimion.

The president also mentioned the
fact that when = mnational rallroad
strike occurred in France the govern-

- sment called the ergineers, firemen,

sonduetors and trainmen to the col
ors and then ordered them as soldlers
to run the trains.

He pald this in advising the rallroad
presidents to sccept the sirike crisis
settlement, which he had drafted and
which was accepted by the four great
railway brotherhoods.

Developments of Day.

These were the latest developments
in the effort of President Wilson to
prevent a pational rallroad strike:,

1. The four rallway brotherhoods
formally accepted the president’s
plan for settlement.

2. Thirtyone executives of rail-
roads whom the president had called
to the White Houne refused to accept
the settlement plan, but agreed to
eonsider it before giving Mr. Wilson
thelr last word.

3. The president considered the ex-
pedient of calling to Washington the
directors of the big raflroads of the
United Btates.

Both Sides Ready to Fight

The administration recelved no 1it-
tle surprise when it learned frcm the
score or more of mailroad presidents
that they had rather fight the broth-
erhoods In & afrike than to agree to
the president’s plan of settlement.

The situntion derives its acuteness
from the fact that the brotherboods
also are ready for a fight.

The railroads belleve they can beat
the brotherhoods in three days; the
brotherhoods say they can beat the
railroads in two days, and each side
bhad just as leave fight it out as not.
Whether the torrid weather of the
day bas had anything to do with
#t or pot, everybody concerned is in
& belligerent attitude and threats are
flying fast.

The levelheadad leaders of both
eides are holding the li on the boil-
ing situation.

PORTUGAL TO GET INTO WAR

Germany Declared War After Seizure
of Thirty-8ix German and
Austrian Ships.

Lisbon, Portugal.—Maj. Norton Mat-
fon, the Portugucse minister of war,
announced that Portugal soom will
participate in the war, fighting on the
side of the entente allies,

The Portuguesc congress voted to
jcin the entente allies In the war in
November, 1814. A Portuguese naval
commander selged 36 German and
Austring vessels In the Tagus River
in February, 1%18, and the following
March Germany declared war on
Portugal because of this action. The
Portuguese troops were called Lo the
eolors on March 16,

No Reason Why Retired Officers

Should Be Exempt From Rules

Whashington, D. C. = President
Wilson vetoed the army appropriation
bill. At (he same time he senmt to
the house a lengthy message, making
It plain that this action was due en-
tirely to the incorporation into the
measure of the provision that retired
officers should not be subjected 1o
the articles of war.

It 1s expected that the provision
which the president complains about
will be eliminated and that the bill
then will be repassed by both the
house and sennte and signed

In his velo message, the president
declared that the army bill s an
essential part of the natural de-
fense plan and that be experienced
“genuine reluctance™ In delaying its
going iInto effect by saking that the
objectionable provision be eliminated.
He admits the neceasity of bringing
